Chairwoman Sheila McNeil called the meeting to order at 1:35 p.m. 
 
 
1. Roll Call 
  
 Ms. Ambar Perez called the roll and a quorum was present.  
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2. Director’s Report 
 
 Mr. Sid Martinez presented the Director’s Report: 

 
a. Issued RFP for Legal Services on March 9th – the Request for Qualifications/ 

Proposals for Legal Services was issued on March 9th.  Proposals are due to the MPO 
on Monday, April 13th.  The Executive Committee will review the submittals and prepare 
a recommendation for action at your next meeting on April 27th. 

 
b. Status of Vacant Legislative Position on the TPB – In accordance with the MPO’s 

Policies, MPO staff has sent a letter to the Dean of the Bexar County State 
Delegation, Representative Frank Corte, to name a member of the delegation to the 
Transportation Policy Board (TPB).  The position was last filled by Senator Carlos 
Uresti.  

 
c. Program Call for Pass Through Financing Projects – On February 26, 2009, the 

Texas Transportation Commission approved a program call for pass-through financing 
projects.  The amount of funding available for this program call is very limited.  The 
Commission can approve no more than $300 million in total reimbursements 
for projects selected in the pass-through financing program.  The deadline for the 
submission of pass-through financing applications is 3:00 p.m. on May 12, 2009.   

 
d. MPO Bike Night on April 8th and Walk & Roll Events – the MPO’s Bicycle Mobility 

Advisory Committee will be hosting a special evening meeting on Wednesday, April 8th 
beginning at 6:00 p.m. in the Community Room at the VIA Metro Center.  The 
committee has committed to holding three evening meetings per year in order to 
increase citizen attendance and participation.   Agenda items include status reports on 
the Bicycle/Pedestrian Data Collection Project and the Linear Creekway project.  

 
The two premier Walk & Roll events are the Walk & Roll Rally and the Walk & Roll 
Festival. The Walk & Roll Rally will be held on Friday, May 1, 2009 from 8:00 a.m. to 
9:00 a.m. at Main Plaza.  The Walk & Roll on the River Fest will be held on Sunday, 
May 31, 2009 from 8:00 a.m. to noon at Pearl Brewery.  More information can be 
found on the flyer on the back of the director’s report.

3. Approval of the February 23, 2009 Meeting Minutes 

 
Councilman John Clamp moved and Gloria Arriaga 
seconded the motion to approve the February 23, 2009 
meeting minutes.  The motion was unanimously 
approved. 

 
 
4. Discussion and Appropriate Action on the Appointment of VIA Metropolitan Transit 

Members to the Executive Committee and Finance Committee 
  

Mr. Sid Martinez stated the San Antonio-Bexar County Metropolitan Planning Organization 
received a letter from VIA Metropolitan Transit stating a change of membership of VIA board 
members on the TPB.  VIA had requested Henry Muñoz and Mary Briseño replace Rick Pych 
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and Manuel Pelaez.  However, Rick Pych will continue serving on the TPB and Mary Briseño 
will replace Manuel Pelaez.  
 
Martinez stated this item was to update the membership of the Executive and Finance 
committees membership since both of these committees have membership reserved for VIA 
board members.  However, with Rick Pych remaining on the TPB he will continue to serve on 
the Executive Committee.  
 

Councilman John Clamp moved and Gloria Arriaga 
seconded the motion to appoint Ms. Mary Briseño to the 
Finance Committee.  The motion was unanimously 
approved.   

 
 
5. Discussion and Appropriate Action on the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act 

(ARRA) 2009 and Amendments to the Metropolitan Transportation Plan and the FY 
2008-2011 Transportation Improvement Program 

  
Mr. Sid Martinez stated a copy of the presentation was included in meeting package backup 
material.   Martinez stated last month two options were presented to the TPB to ask the Texas 
Transportation Commission (TTC) for statewide discretionary funds. 
 
Martinez stated Option 1 included $279.5M in total project costs. This included US 
281/Loop1604 Interchange project (four non-toll connectors with future managed lane 
connection options) with a project cost of $140M; Loop 1604 at Randolph AFB (FM 78 to 
Graytown) with a project cost of $10M; 36th Street (US 90 to Billy Mitchell) with a project cost 
of $16.5M; IH 10 operational improvements (Loop 1604 to Huebner) with a project cost of 
$40M; Wurzbach Parkway (Jones-Maltsberger to Wetmore) with a project cost of $32M; and 
US 281N operational improvements with a project cost of $8M.   
 
Martinez stated Option 2 included $150M in total project costs.  Option 2 includes the US 
281/Loop 1604 Interchange (four non-toll connectors with future managed lane connection 
options) with a project cost of $140M and Loop 1604 at Randolph AFB (FM 78 to Graytown) 
with a project cost of $10M.  Martinez stated this option would fund the top two priorities of the 
San Antonio region.  $20M would be leveraged and $22.9M would remain for the TPB to 
select additional local projects.      
 
The Texas Transportation Commission approved Option 2, therefore leaving a balance of 
$22.9M to select projects using the MPO’s direct allocation.  The selected projects must be 
amended into the Metropolitan ‘Transportation Plan and Transportation Improvement 
Program and projects selected must be obligated by March 2010.  The agency workgroup 
comprised of representatives from Alamo Area Council of Governments, Alamo Regional 
Mobility Authority, Bexar County, City of San Antonio, Texas Department of Transportation, 
VIA Metropolitan Transit, and the MPO met on March 13th to formulate a recommendation for 
the TPB.   
 
Martinez stated two major projects came out of the recommendation.  These projects were 
also included as part of the Option 2 sent to the TTC.  He briefly explained the two projects:  
36th Street (US 90 to Billy Mitchell) and the US 281 Superstreet.   
 
The 36th Street is an extension from US 90 to Billy Mitchell. It has a $16.5M shortfall and the 
total cost of this project from Growden to Billy Mitchell is $37.6M. Port San Antonio has 
additional funding commitments from San Antonio Water System, CPS Energy, Federal 
demonstration funding, and the City of San Antonio.  The City of San Antonio will fund $4.50M 
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(from US 90 to Growden) and Port San Antonio will fund $12M (from Growden to Billy 
Mitchell). The 36th Street project diverts east of the property which will provide direct access to 
the airfield, improves cargo transport, and provides greater economic development 
opportunities for the Port and the region. Letters of support were received for this project from 
the West Chamber of Commerce and Bexar County Judge Nelson Wolff.  Letters of support 
were included in the meeting backup materials.      
 
The US 281 Superstreet is an $8M project that provides operational improvements for US 281 
intersections at Encino Rio, Stone Oak, Marshall Road, and Evans Road. It is not a long-term 
solution, but fits in the corridor’s existing right-of-way, improves safety, increases the 
throughput of the corridor by 30%, improves traffic flow, maintains existing commercial 
access, and meets with the Federal criteria and does not require a full environmental 
clearance since capacity will not be added. 
 
In summary, out of the $22.9M allocation, 36th Street needs $16.5M leaving $6.40M for the 
US 281 Superstreet. VIA Metropolitan Transit suggested funding the $1.60M difference for 
the US 281 Superstreet from the Advanced Transportation District (ATD) funds, but it still 
needs to be approved by the VIA ATD Board.  The two projects totaled to $24.5M. 
 
Since the workgroup met on March 13th, the City of San Antonio has worked with Port San 
Antonio to come up with an alternate recommendation given that the City of San Antonio was 
opposed to the recommendation of the workgroup.  
 
Martinez presented the alternate recommendation.  He clarified that for some projects, this 
was not the total cost of projects, but the amount of funding needed to move projects forward.  
The Jones Maltsberger project is currently funded with MPO STP-MM funds at $3.3M and is 
short $.50M; the City of San Antonio is requesting this difference from the Economic Stimulus 
funds. The second project is the Salado Creek Phase 1 & Phase 2 projects.  These are 
enhancement projects previously approved by the TTC, both projects combined are short 
$.66M.  The third one is the Eagleland project, which is also an enhancement project 
previously approved by the TTC and is short $0.75M.  The City of San Antonio is also 
requesting $0.55M in setting up equipment for warning the public on low water crossing. With 
this alternate recommendation, the 36th Street project cost gets lowered to $14.74M. Port San 
Antonio is in favor of this recommendation and is working with the City of San Antonio.  The 
City of San Antonio will take control of the project from US 90 to Billy Mitchell instead of two 
different entities.  The City of San Antonio and Port San Antonio are working on a 
memorandum for understanding that will be presented at City Council in the upcoming weeks.  
The action reduces the amount of funds available for the US 281 Superstreet project, 
however, the Alamo RMA has committed to move forward with this project.  Aside from the 
Economic Stimulus funds  and ATD funds, Councilman Louis Rowe has allocated $500,000 
out of the District 9 discretionary funds for capital improvements increasing the project budget 
to $7.8M. 
 
Martinez noted that there was no additional funding available for cost increases nor cost 
overruns associated with these projects. The City of San Antonio, Port San Antonio, and 
Alamo RMA have committed to cover any cost increases.   
 
The workgroup did formulate a list of back-up projects in case any issues arise with selected 
projects.  The list includes remaining projects not selected by the TTC, VIA’s BRT project as 
well as maintenance projects from CoSA and Bexar County. A list of projects is available in 
the meeting back-up material for TPB members. Martinez noted this list is not prioritized and 
the MPO is working with the agencies to refine costs associated with these projects. The last 
four projects of the list were submitted to the TTC in the event additional Commission 
discretionary funds became available.  
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Martinez mentioned safety concerns brought up with the US 281 and Loop 1604 interchange 
and the possibility of a lawsuit being filed, although a lawsuit has not yet been filed. He noted 
this project received funding not by formula, but by the Commission’s discretion. If this project 
is delayed and can not meet with the timelines associated with the Federal Economic 
Stimulus Package, then there is a risk of losing the funds and the funding being redistributed 
in San Antonio or to another area.   
 
The City of Leon Valley submitted a project directly to the Federal Highway Administration 
(FHWA) seeking Economic Stimulus Funds; however, FHWA informed them it had to go 
through the MPO process. The MPO will be working with the City of Leon Valley and TxDOT 
for the possibility of adding this project to the list.  
 
Citizens to be Heard              
 
Pat Jay expressed her opinion of why she was against the 36th Street project.    
 
Wayne Alexander stated appreciation for the TPB members.  The 36th Street project is very 
important since it gives access to 150 acres of valuable real estate.  It is estimated to create 
approximately 4500 paying jobs in San Antonio.  He mentioned his commitment to this project 
and appreciates the support for 36th Street.   
 
Mel Borel stated his opinion on the US 281 Superstreet, Loop 1604 interchange and the US 
281 toll project He stated the US 281 toll project got out of hand.  He stated the delay of the 
construction of US 281 was not a result of the lawsuit filed by TURF. He stated the US 281 
Superstreet and the Loop 1604 interchange could lead to toll roads.   
 
Mary Cruz, President of the West San Antonio Chamber of Commerce, stated the 36th Street 
project is very important to economy in creating jobs. She stated this project meets with the 
requirements for the Economic Stimulus Package funding.   

 
Returning to Discussion 
 
Commissioner Chico Rodriguez referred to Wayne Alexander’s comments.  Commissioner 
Rodriguez suggested the construction start at the southern end of the project and build 
outward to the north.   
 
Councilwoman Diane Cibrian expressed support for Commissioner Rodriguez. She thanked 
Wayne Alexander, Bruce Miller, Stephanie Coleman and Port San Antonio.  She mentioned 
the importance of funding the US 281 Superstreet, relieving traffic congestion and the need to 
address the safety issue on this corridor.  In addition, she thanked Councilman Louis Rowe 
for allocating funding from resources received in order to complete this project.  
 
Councilman Louis Rowe stated support for Commissioner Rodriguez recommendations.  He 
stated meetings where held in District 9 and received unanimous support for the US 281 
Superstreet  project.   
 
Commissioner Kevin Wolff stated support for Commissioner Rodriguez and understands the 
merit in starting constructing the project from the inside.  
 
Councilman John Clamp thanked the City of San Antonio and Port San Antonio for working 
together to come up with a solution.  The 36th Street project will bring economic development 
and the US 281 Superstreet will relieve traffic congestion keeping in mind all the trucks and 
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commerce that goes through US 281 North to Austin and Dallas benefiting Texas. In addition, 
he stated his support for Commissioner Rodriguez.  
 
Martinez clarified that this motion includes approving the Transportation Improvement 
Program (TIP) and Metropolitan Transportation Plan amendments for VIA’s projects. VIA 
Metropolitan Transit received $32M in Economic Stimulus funds.  The TIP amendments 
included the package were approved by the VIA Board last month.  

 
Mr. Clay Smith suggested providing TPB members with an updated list of projects with 
environmental clearance dates, projecting letting dates on these projects, and important 
timelines to avoid losing funds to any projects coming into the community.   
 
Mr. Majed Al-Ghafry recommended coordination efforts amongst agencies to ensure projects 
are complete. 
 
Mr. Medina clarified TxDOT’s lead role in providing updated information to agencies on a 
monthly basis.     
 
 

Councilman John Clamp moved and Councilman Louis 
Rowe seconded the motion to approve the alternate 
recommendation for funding under the American Recovery 
and Reinvestment Act.  Further move to approve the 
selected roadway and transit projects as amendments to 
the Metropolitan Transportation Plan and the FY 2008-2011 
Transportation Improvement Program.  The motion was 
unanimously approved. 

  
 
6. Discussion and Appropriate Action on Proposed Revisions to the Functional 

Classification of Roads   
 
 Mr. Sid Martinez stated this item was to consider amendments to the functional classification 

map. He explained that in order for a road to be eligible for federal funding it has to be 
considered functionally classified.  Any road that serves a purely local function cannot be part 
of the functionally classified roadway system. 

 
 Martinez stated the MPO received a request from Bexar County to change the classification 

of several roads.  A letter requesting consideration for upgrading four roadways to Rural 
Major Collectors from Renee Green, Bexar County Engineer, is included in the meeting 
package materials. These four roadways would be eligible federal funds and are included in 
the back up list of projects to be considered if additional Economic Stimulus funds become 
available.  

 
 Martinez stated that with the approval of the TPB, this list of roadways will be forwarded to 

FHWA and TxDOT.  They will review the roadways to ensure they are eligible to be 
functionally classified 

 
Commissioner Tommy Adkisson and Commissioner Kevin 
Wolff seconded the motion to approve adding the four 
roadways to the functional classification map.  The motion 
was unanimously approved.    
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7. Discussion and Appropriate Action on a Resolution Supporting the Development of 
“Complete Streets” 

  
Lydia Kelly, MPO Bicycle and Pedestrian Transportation Planner, presented the “Complete 
Streets” resolution.  She stated the resolution was recommended by the Bicycle Mobility 
Advisory Committee (BMAC) and the Pedestrian Mobility Advisory Committee (PMAC).   
“Complete Streets” are designed to operate and enable safe access for all users including 
pedestrians, bicyclists, motorists and bus riders of all ages. Similar resolutions have been 
adopted by the Houston and Austin MPO’s.  Benefits of “Complete Streets” include improving 
safety, encouraging walking and bicycling, easing transportation problems, helping children 
be more physically active, and improving air quality.  “Complete Streets”  also make fiscal and 
economic sense.  

 
Commissioner Tommy Adkisson and Gloria Arriaga 
seconded the motion to approve the “Complete Streets” 
resolution.  The motion was unanimously approved.  
 
  

8. Discussion and Appropriate Action on Scenario Planning in Support of the 
Metropolitan Transportation Plan Development 

  
 Mr. Sid Martinez briefly introduced the Metropolitan Transportation Plan development (MTP) 

agenda item. He stated the MTP is a 25 year long range transportation plan that is financially 
constrained, updated every five years and amended on a quarterly basis. Alliance 
Transportation Group is under contract to the MPO to assist with travel demand modeling and 
public involvement. 

 
 Martinez noted Jeanne Geiger presented substantial background information on the MTP 

process including a timeline in December 2008 and Jim Harvey, from Alliance Transportation 
Group, presented the three demographic growth scenarios (“Current Trends Development”, 
“Infill Development”, and “Transit Oriented Development” at the January 2009 TPB meeting. 

 
Mr. Sid Martinez introduced Jim Harvey.  Mr. Harvey presented the outcomes of the public 
input workshops. There were a total of five public workshops held throughout the San Antonio 
metro area.  Workshops were held  at Judson High School Cafeteria, South San High School 
Cafeteria, Leon Valley Community Center, St. Philip’s College Heritage Room, and the VIA 
Metro Center Community Room.  
 
Harvey stated the purpose of the workshops was to gather public input on which land use 
growth scenario will best meet the community’s future needs. Harvey briefly explained the 
workshop overview.  Participants worked in table groups in order to give everyone an 
opportunity to participate and facilitators were provided at each table to support the discussion 
process.  There were a total of four table activities in the workshop. Participants reviewed and 
discussed evaluation criteria, evaluated alternative growth scenarios, ranked alternative 
growth scenarios, and provided additional individual choices and comments.  
 
Criteria to evaluate growth scenarios were based on public input from participants from the 
Visioning Workshops in the fall of 2007. In 2007, participants were asked to discuss measures 
in making decisions about growth scenarios and transportation projects.   Evaluation criteria 
included measures that promotes access to and use of transit, protects the environment, 
reduces the likelihood of toll roads, improves connectivity of the transportation system, 
reduces sprawl, protects green spaces, reduces travel time, reduces congestion through 
better management of the system, promotes efficient funding, promotes walkable 
communities, provides multimodal options for all users, promotes a responsive policy process,

improves economic development, and provides an improved transportation system for 
seniors.     

 
 Harvey summarized the “Current Trend Development” scenario, “Transit Oriented 

Development” (TOD) scenario, and the “Infill Development” scenario . 
 

Harvey referred to participants’ comments and dominant themes expressed during the 
workshop. Themes included the need to work with other agencies, address other infrastructure 
issues at the same time as addressing transportation, the need to improve focus on non-auto 
options, the need for more public education by the MPO, and the need to address 
environmental concerns, and addressing circulation issues downtown.    

 
Harvey explained criteria results/scores for each of the development scenarios as well as 
sample pictures of participant criteria ranking. Harvey presented results of the workshop in a 
table.  The table reflected the number of votes and the percentage for each of the 
development scenarios, a combination of two scenarios as well as other options.  
 
TPB members suggested a resolution supporting the selected growth scenario be brought 
back to the TPB for action in April. The adopted resolution would be forwarded to partner 
agencies, suburban cities, City of San Antonio, and Bexar County.  
 
Martinez noted the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) will revisit and monitor progress of 
the implementation of the selected growth scenario in the next MTP planning cycle to 
determine whether additional recommendations need to be made.   

 
Commissioner Tommy Adkisson and Councilman John 
Clamp seconded the motion to recommend a growth 
scenario that is a combination of “Transit Oriented 
Development” and “In-fill Development”.  The motion was 
unanimously approved 

 
 
9. Discussion and Appropriate Action on the Draft Final Report for Subtask 4.7 

Fredericksburg Road Microsimulation Modeling Study 
 
 Heidi Ross with HDR/WHM Consultants presented the draft final report for Subtask 4.7 

Fredericksburg Road Microsimulation Modeling Study. The purpose of the study is to evaluate 
existing, no-build, and Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) alternatives for future years 2012 and 2032 
as well as developing VISSIM microscopic simulation traffic model and study models that are 
working planning tools. Ross stated VISSIM models generated from this study will be 
provided to VIA for use in the development of the environmental document.  

 
 Ross explained the project schedule, microsimulation model development and evaluations of 

BRT alternatives. VISSIM models were developed to evaluate the impact of proposed 
alternatives for BRT along the Fredericksburg Road corridor.  Key measures of effectiveness 
were the travel time and average speed for the BRT and autos.  

 
Ross reviewed BRT assumptions and Transit Signal Priority (TSP). The study includes 
analyses of various BRT strategies including transit signal priority and exclusive lanes 
(exclusive curb lanes, exclusive center-running lanes) to determine the impact of each 
strategy on system performance. Scenarios were modeled and analyzed for the a.m., midday, 
and p.m. peak periods. The TSP analyzed BRT with and without TSP to capture impact of 
TSP implementation.   
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 In addition, Ross reviewed system performance results and intersection performance 
measures for conflicting movement delay and concurrent movement delay.  Ross explained 
scenario performance results and operational issues from the Westside Multimodal Center 
(WSMM) to Babcock Road, Babcock Road to IH 410, Crossroads Boulevard to IH 410, and IH 
410 to Medical Drive, An Executive Summary of the Microsimulation Modeling Study was 
available for TPB members.         

 
 Ross recommendations a further study by VIA’s consultant of hot spots on IH 410-Medical 

Center, Callaghan Road, Babcock Road, and IH 410-Crossroads.  She stated hotspots incur 
significant impact due to BRT implementation. Also, recommendations include mitigating 
impacts as part of BRT implementation, delivering VISSIM models to MPO and VIA’s 
consultant for future use, and inter-agency coordination to a single signal system.  Ross 
stated agency coordination is critical to the success of the BRT operation.  The traffic signals 
along the corridor are currently not operating as a single system, and are controlled by either 
the City of San Antonio or TxDOT.  As part of the BRT implementation, the signals should be 
interconnected through a single centrally controlled traffic management center. Ross stated 
coordination between VIA, TxDOT, CoSA is critical for the implementation and operation of 
the BRT.  

 
Councilwoman Diane Cibrian inquired on the progress of land acquisition for the Medical 
Center BRT station.  Roland Lozano addressed Councilwoman Cibrian’s concern.  He stated 
VIA was in the process of negotiating for acquisition of the property.  Mr. Lozano committed to 
briefing the City Council and the TPB after briefing the VIA Board. Councilwoman Cibrian 
invited Roland Lozano to present a BRT update to City Council and the Infrastructure and 
Growth Committee. Ms. Briseño suggested Jim Reed to be part of this presentation.  
 
Mr. Mario Medina recommended coming up with a memorandum of understanding of how to 
proceed and develop this project.  

 
For information and discussion only. Action accepting the 
final report as meeting its scope of work is scheduled for 
April 2009. 

  
 
10. Discussion and Appropriate Action on Union Pacific’s Five Year Plan 
 
 Lyle V. Hamm, Project Manager of Union Pacific Railroad, presented Union Pacific’s Five 

Year Plan.  Hamm reviewed the Union Pacific Railroad System in South Texas and illustrated 
San Antonio’s rail lines.   

 
 Hamm presented pictures of the Intersection of Morales and Comal Streets, San Marcos 

Street in 2003, Martin Street connection, former Morales Street in 2006, and closed Comal 
Street in 2008. Additionally, Hamm review the rail construction to Toyota Motor manufacturing 
company, pictures of tracks connecting Toyota facilities, South San Antonio work event yard 
from Military Highway, and the San Antonio Intermodal facility.  Examples of double tracks in 
San Antonio include IH 410 and Binz-Engleman underpass and the New Salado Creek track 
bridge.   

 
 Hamm explained schematic views of quadrant connections for Tower 105 Northeast, Tower 

105 Southeast, Laredo sub to Del Rio sub crossover, and capacity projects.  Hamm provided 
a Rail Relocation Feasibility Analysis for San Antonio with planning Case B2 for existing UP 
lines and key railroad customers.  Complete projects of the Union Pacific include Kerrville sub 
connection, Toyota connection, SoSan Yard switching lead, San Antonio Intermodal facility, 
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and the East Yard to Kirby.  Projected projects in design Phase include Withers to Alamo 
crossover, Tower 105 Southeast connection and crossover, and the 105 to SoSan yard,.   

 Projects not anticipated for completion are SoSan to Macdonna double track, Austin #2 sub 
double track, Kirby Switching Lead extension, Corpus Christi sub Toyota siding and Tower 
105 NE and NW connection. 

 
 Clay Smith will provide the TPB members with a status report of FM 78 and Fort Sam in April 

2009.   
  
  Councilwoman Cibrian asked Union Pacific to present their graffiti abatement plan to 

eradicate graffiti.  
 
 Vic Boyer stated pending legislation will capitalize the Texas Rail Relocation Improvement 

Fund that was approved three years ago. The Legislature failed to capitalize the fund last 
session and Texas does not have money to match potential economic stimulus package rail 
funding. 

 
Councilwoman Sheila McNeil suggested adding a representative from Union Pacific to the 
TPB.  Mr. Martinez stated potential membership and the proposals received for legal services 
would be discussed at the next MPO Executive Committee meeting.

Fredericksburg Road Microsimulation Modeling Study 
 
 
Purpose 
  
 To take action accepting the final report for Subtask 4.7 Fredericksburg Road 

Microsimulation Modeling Study.   
 
 
Issue 
 

In March 2008, the MPO, in coordination with its partner agencies, kicked off the 
Fredericksburg Road Microsimulation Modeling Study.   
 
The scope of this study is to simulate existing, no-build and alternative operating 
scenarios in the Fredericksburg Road Corridor to determine existing and future 
levels of service and needs related to possible changes to Fredericksburg Road 
for implementation of the proposed bus rapid transit line in the corridor.   
 
The Fredericksburg Road corridor is approximately nine miles in length and 
begins just west of downtown, starting at the proposed Westside Multimodal 
Transportation Center, and includes the Deco District, Crossroads Mall and the 
South Texas Medical Center.  
 
An oversight committee, comprised of representatives from the Alamo Area 
Council of Governments, Bexar County, City of San Antonio Planning and 
Community Development Department, City of San Antonio Public Works 
Department, Texas Department of Transportation and VIA Metropolitan Transit, 
provided guidance to the consultant team (HDR|WHM, PTV America, Bain 
Medina Bain and Gram Traffic Counting) throughout the course of the study.  
 
The draft report’s Executive Summary is attached for your review.  The results of 
this project were presented at your March meeting. A member of the consultant 
team will be available to answer any questions. The model will be turned over to 
VIA for further refinement and for use in the development in the environmental 
document.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) is public transportation that combines the best 
features of rail travel with the flexibility of bus service.  BRT uses specialized 
rubber-tired vehicles that operate similar to light rail with faster and more 
frequent service and at a much lower cost.  Preliminary studies by VIA 
Metropolitan Transit Authority (VIA) have identified Fredericksburg Road as 
the recommended pilot corridor for BRT implementation in San Antonio.   
 
The Fredericksburg Road BRT corridor is approximately nine miles long and 
connects two major employment centers – the San Antonio Central Business 
District and the South Texas Medical Center.  The San Antonio-Bexar County 
Metropolitan Planning Organization (SAMPO) initiated this study to evaluate 
the proposed Fredericksburg Road BRT alignment and its impact on the 
roadway network.   
 
ES.1 STUDY PURPOSE 
The purpose of this study was to use a high-level, microscopic simulation 
traffic model (VISSIM) to simulate existing, no-build, and BRT alternative 
operational scenarios for the Fredericksburg Road corridor.  The study 
included analyses of various BRT strategies including transit signal priority and 
exclusive lanes to determine the impact of each strategy on system 
performance.  The VISSIM models generated from this study will be provided 
to VIA’s General Engineering Consultant and Preliminary Engineer for the BRT 
corridor, for use in further study as the Environmental Assessment for the BRT 
corridor is prepared for submission to FTA, FHWA, and TxDOT. 
 
ES.2 STUDY AREA 
The study area consists of approximately nine miles from the Westside 
Multimodal Center (WSMM) located at Frio Street and Buena Vista Street, to 
the South Texas Medical Center Transit Center located on the southwest 
corner of the intersection of Medical Drive and Babcock Road.  The study area 
includes approximately 40 signalized intersections and 37 unsignalized 
intersections and private driveways.   
 
The proposed BRT alignment connects the WSMM to the proposed transit 
center in the Medical Center.  From the WSMM, the BRT vehicle travels along 
Frio Street and turns east onto Martin Street.  At the intersection of Martin 
Street and IH 10, the proposed route enters the freeway traveling on the lower 
deck in the right lane.  The BRT vehicle exits IH 10 at the Fredericksburg 
Road/Woodlawn Avenue exit and turns onto Fredericksburg Road.  The BRT 
vehicle will travel north on Fredericksburg Road for approximately five miles 
and turn left onto Medical Drive.  Then, the BRT vehicle will travel west along Medical Drive, and terminate at the 
proposed transit center at the intersection of Medical Drive and Babcock Road.  The reverse inbound route will be 
similar to the outbound route except that the BRT vehicle will utilize the upper deck of IH 10 to access Martin Street 
and travel south of the WSMM Center via Medina Street.   
  
ES.3 STUDY COORDINATION 
The HDR|WHM Team worked closely with the MPO and the Oversight Committee throughout this study.  The 
Oversight Committee, which consists of representatives from the MPO, the City of San Antonio, TxDOT, VIA, and 

Proposed BRT Route 
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Alamo Area Council of Governments, provided relevant technical data and input, and also helped in selecting and 
developing measures-of-effectiveness for comparing existing and future alternative scenarios.   
 
ES.4 DEVELOPMENT AND EVALUATION OF BRT ALTERNATIVES 
 
VISSIM models were developed to evaluate the impact of proposed alternatives for BRT along the Fredericksburg 
Road corridor.  The following 11 scenarios were modeled and analyzed for the AM, midday, and PM peak periods, 
for a total of 33 models: 
 

 
 
ES.5 BRT ALTERNATIVE ANALYSES 
 
The above alternatives were modeled and evaluated using VISSIM.  A wide-range of measures of effectiveness were 
analyzed and are summarized in the final report.  Key measures of effectiveness were the travel time and average 
speed for the BRT and for autos.  Figure 1 shows a summary of these measures of effectiveness for each alternative 
for the 2032 PM peak period scenario. Data for BRT travel time is from the WSMM to the Medical Center Transit 
Station. 

FIGURE ES-1 
2032 PM PEAK HOUR BRT TRAVEL TIME 
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The implementation of TSP along the corridors results in an average of 10 percent reduction in travel time and 10 
percent increase in average speed for the BRT during the PM peak period.  The addition of exclusive curb lanes 
between Babcock Road and Medical Drive further reduces travel time and increases average speeds for the BRT by 
16 percent compared to the BRT without TSP scenario.  The Center-Running BRT scenario which assumes an 
exclusive center lane for the BRT between Babcock Road and Medical Drive results in a reduction in travel time and 
an increase of average speed of 18 percent compared to the BRT without TSP scenario. 
 
While providing a benefit to the BRT, each of the BRT strategies has an impact on general traffic which must be 
considered.  Therefore, measures of effectiveness were summarized and evaluated for autos along the corridor.  
Data is for travel from IH-10 to Medical Drive.

As shown in Figures ES-2 and ES-3, travel time is reduced and average speed is increased for autos in the BRT with 
TSP scenario compared to the BRT without TSP scenario.  This is because vehicles traveling concurrently with the 
BRT also receive the benefit of additional green time on Fredericksburg Road related to the TSP calls.  In the Curb-
Running and Center-Running BRT scenarios, travel time is increased and average speeds are reduced by 
approximately one percent and four percent for the Curb and Center-Running BRT scenarios, respectively, compared 
to the BRT without TSP scenario.   
 
While the overall impact to autos is subtle when looking at the corridor as a whole, there are a few “hot-spot” 
locations where the impact of a particular BRT strategy is more significant.  The implementation of transit signal 
priority benefits the BRT and concurrent autos on Fredericksburg Road, but can increase delay for vehicles on the 
side streets, especially at high volumes locations.  The increase in delay for conflicting vehicles was found to be 
minor and there is no significant impact due to the implementation of TSP.  The implementation of exclusive lanes in 
the segments of the corridor between Babcock Road and Medical Drive had a more significant impact on traffic 
operations at several area which are described in more detail below.   
 
ES.6 RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
1. The following “hot-spots” that contain locations shown to incur significant impact due to BRT implementation are 

recommended for further study by VIA’s consultant.  The operational issues at these hot-spot locations should 
be addressed as part of BRT implementation. 
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Babcock Road to IH 410 
The implementation of an exclusive lane between Babcock Road and IH 410 impacts several intersections within 
this segment.  The reduction in lane capacity on Fredericksburg Road, north of IH 410, and subsequent signal 
timing changes to accommodate the decreased capacity, results in queue spillback on Fredericksburg Road 
south of IH 410.  The queue spillback blocks vehicles on the side streets from entering onto Fredericksburg 
Road and thereby increases conflicting movement delay. 
 
The implementation of the center-running BRT requires signal timing changes along this section to provide 
exclusive left-turn phasing and a separate transit phase for the BRT.  In addition, left-turns will be prohibited at 
unsignalized intersection and therefore u-turns must be accommodated at several signalized intersections.  
These changes in signal timing results in increased delay at high-traffic cross streets along this section.  It is 
recommended that the following intersections be evaluated further to identify additional signal timing and/or 
capacity enhancements to lessen the impact to autos in this segment: 
 
 Fredericksburg Road and Babcock Road 
 Fredericksburg Road and Hillcrest Drive 
 Fredericksburg Road and Crossroads Boulevard 

 
IH 410 to Medical Drive 
 
The implementation of an exclusive BRT lane from IH 410 to Medical Drive assumes the conversion of a general 
purpose travel lane to an exclusive BRT lane.  Since this is the most heavily-traveled section of Fredericksburg 
Road along the study corridor, this conversion does significantly impact auto travel in the section.  The impact is 
most significant at the high-volume cross streets such as the IH 410 frontage roads, Callaghan Road, Louis 
Pasteur Drive, and Medical Drive.  Conflicting movement delay is greatly increased at these cross-streets while 
concurrent movement delay is also increased along Fredericksburg Road due to the reduction in lane capacity.  
The following intersections are recommended to be studied further to identify additional signal timing and/or 
capacity improvements to lessen the impact in this section: 
 
 Fredericksburg Road and IH 410 
 Fredericksburg Road and Callaghan Road 
 Fredericksburg Road and Louis Pasteur Drive 
 Fredericksburg Road and Medical Drive 

 
2. Agency coordination is critical to the success of the BRT operation.  The traffic signals along the corridor are 

currently not operating as a single system, and are controlled by either the City of San Antonio or TxDOT.  As 
part of the BRT implementation, the signals should be interconnected through a single centrally controlled traffic 
management center.  In addition coordination between VIA, the City, and TxDOT is critical for seamless 
implementation and continued operation of the BRT project.

b. Project Selection Procedure 

 
Each year the MPO, with TxDOT and VIA Metropolitan Transit, must 
establish a procedure for implementing projects programmed in the Trans-
portation Improvement Program.  Enclosed for your review and approval is 
the Project Selection Procedure.  The enclosed procedure is consistent 
with last year's procedure and allows the implementing agencies sufficient 
flexibility to move projects forward.   

 
c. Lobbying Certification 

 
Each year the MPO must certify to the Federal Highway and Federal 
Transit Administrations that federal transportation planning funds have not 
and will not be used for the purpose of lobbying federal agency employees 
and members of Congress.

MPO staff received numerous requests from transportation partner agencies 
regarding amending potential federally funded projects into the MPO’s 
Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP).  Although the MTP is financially 
constrained, the threshold for identifying the funding source is based on 
“reasonable assumptions.”  Since the region can “reasonably anticipate” some 
form of federal earmarks, we can place the candidate projects in the MTP and 
show local support for the projects.  The projects that are actually approved for 
earmarks can then subsequently move into the TIP. 
 
A summary page, as well as the actual funding requests from Bexar County, the 
City of San Antonio and VIA Metropolitan are attached for your consideration.
