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4. Discussion and Appropriate Action on Required Certifications 
 
 
Purpose 
 

Each year the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) is required to certify 
compliance with applicable Federal laws and regulations.  This agenda item 
outlines each of these requirements. 

 
Issue 

 
a. MPO Self-Certification 

 
The MPO and the Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) are 
required to certify each year that the transportation planning process is in 
compliance with all applicable federal requirements.  Enclosed in your 
package is the certification statement to be signed by the MPO Chairman 
and the TxDOT District Engineer.  Also enclosed is a memorandum that 
discusses each of the applicable requirements and how the local process 
complies with those requirements. 

 
b. Project Selection Procedure 

 
Each year the MPO, with TxDOT and VIA Metropolitan Transit, must 
establish a procedure for implementing projects programmed in the Trans-
portation Improvement Program.  Enclosed for your review and approval is 
the Project Selection Procedure.  The enclosed procedure is consistent 
with last year's procedure and allows the implementing agencies sufficient 
flexibility to move projects forward.   

 
c. Lobbying Certification 

 
Each year the MPO must certify to the Federal Highway and Federal 
Transit Administrations that federal transportation planning funds have not 
and will not be used for the purpose of lobbying federal agency employees 
and members of Congress.  Enclosed for your review and approval is the 
MPO’s Lobbying Certification Statement. 

 
d. Debarment Certification 

 
Each year the MPO must certify to the Federal Highway and Federal 
Transit Administrations that it is not barred, suspended, or ineligible to 
receive federal transportation funds.  Enclosed for your review and 
approval is the MPO’s Debarment Certification Statement. 
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e. Procurement Procedures 

 
 In June 1994, the Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) approved the 

MPO’s Contract and Procurement Procedures. In accordance with TxDOT 
requirements, the MPO is to biennially certify that the MPO remains in 
compliance with the adopted procedures. These procedures were 
subsequently certified by the Transportation Policy Board on May 20, 1996; 
June 29, 1998; July 24, 2000; May 20, 2002; May 24, 2004; July 24, 2006, 
and April 28, 2008. 

 
 
Action Requested 
 

A motion to certify that the Transportation Planning 
Process in the San Antonio-Bexar County Metropolitan 
Area is in compliance with all applicable Federal 
requirements; move to approve all certifications as 
presented; further authorize the MPO Chair to sign the 
required certifications and submit them to the 
appropriate State and Federal officials. 



 
                                    

              Certification of Planning Process 
  
The October 28, 1993 Federal regulations, Section 450.334, Subpart A, of Title 23 of the Code 
of Federal Regulations, mandate that the State and the Metropolitan Planning Organization 
(MPO) certify that the State planning process is consistent with the requirements of 23 U.S.C. 
§135; and 49 U.S.C. §5323, and the requirements of the final rule issued on October 28, 1993.  
In addition, the State and the MPO must certify that the planning process is consistent with the 
transportation planning and programming related requirements contained in Sections 174 and 
176 (c) and (d) of the Clean Air Act, as amended.  The requirements of this certification and the 
actions(s) taken by the San Antonio-Bexar County MPO to comply with those requirements are 
discussed in the following sections. 
 
Federal Regulations 23 CFR 450, 23 USC 134, and 49 USC 5303: 
 
Federal regulations require the urban transportation planning process to include activities to 
support the development and implementation of a long range transportation plan, Metropolitan 
Transportation Plan (MTP) and a short range transportation plan, the Transportation 
Improvement Program (TIP) and subsequent project development activities (including the 
environmental impact assessment process).  While all of the activities programmed in the 
MPO’s Budget Document, the Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP), contribute to those 
requirements, the following lists some of the more recent efforts:

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23 CFR 450.306(f): 
 
The MPO continues to be designated by the Governor with the concurrence of the State and 
local elected officials.  The Transportation Policy Board (i.e., the MPO) consists of elected 
officials and staff of general purpose governments. 
 
 
23 CFR 450.312: 
 
Responsibilities for transportation planning are cooperatively determined by the State, the MPO, 
VIA Metropolitan Transit and participating local governments. 
 
 
23 CFR 450.314: 
 
The Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP) is developed cooperatively with the State, the 
MPO, recipients of FTA Section 5307 funds (VIA Metropolitan Transit) and participating local 
governments.  The UPWP is developed and maintained on a two-year cycle.   
 
 
23 CFR 450.316: 
 
The MPO utilizes a proactive public involvement process that provides complete information, 
timely public notice, full public access to key decisions, and supports early and continuing 
involvement of the public in developing plans and TIPs. The MPO’s public involvement process 
meets the necessary requirements and criteria. 
 
 
23 CFR 450.322: 
 
The year 2035 MTP for San Antonio and Bexar County was developed and approved on 
December 7, 2009.  The recommendations within the MTP were formulated in accordance with 
the planning requirements of 23 U.S.C Section 135 and 49 U.S.C. Section 5323.   
 
 
23 CFR 450.324: 
 
At least every two years, or as required by the State of Texas,  the San Antonio-Bexar County 
MPO has prepared and endorsed a Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) which: 
  

• with the passage of SAFETEA-LU, covers a period of not less than 
four years; 

 
• includes realistic estimates of costs and revenues consistent with 

estimated funding available; 
 

• is submitted to the Governor for approval, and to the Federal Transit 
Administration and the Federal Highway Administrator through the 
State; 
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• provides required information for all projects, including total project 
cost and year of expenditure project construction cost. 

  
  
Section 135 OF Title 23, U.S.C. and  Section  5323 OF Title 49, U.S.C.: 
 
These requirements are "...development of transportation systems embracing various modes of 
transportation in a manner which will efficiently maximize mobility of people and goods within 
and through urbanized areas and minimize transportation-related fuel consumption and air 
pollution.  To accomplish this objective, metropolitan planning organizations, in cooperation with 
the State, shall develop transportation plans and programs for urbanized areas of the State.  
Such plans and programs shall provide for the development of transportation facilities (including 
pedestrian walkways and bicycle transportation facilities) which will function as an intermodal 
transportation system for the state, the metropolitan areas, and the nation.  The process for 
developing such plans and programs shall provide for consideration of all modes of 
transportation and shall be continuing, cooperative, and comprehensive to the degree 
appropriate, based on the complexity of the transportation problems". 
 
• Long range land use plans and overall development objectives are a functional 

responsibility of local governments.  Demographic forecasts are developed by 
the local governments as needed.  As long range needs are evaluated, 
consideration is given to their relationship and impact on overall development 
objectives of local governments. (Demographic Forecast Modeling Projects; 
Geographic Information Systems Activities; Mode Split Model Development; 
On-board Transit Origin/Destination Survey; Support for the Metropolitan 
Transportation Plan; Support for the Planning Process; Long Range 
Comprehensive Transportation Plan; Regional Coordinated Public Trans-
portation Plan; Rail/Freight Planning; Public Involvement Activities; 
Environmental Justice Analysis and Outreach)  

 
• Social, economic, and environmental affects of transportation improvements are 

considered in environmental studies for individual projects.  These factors were 
considered in the overall comparison of alternatives and the selection of 
projects in the MTP.  (Air Quality Planning; Geographic Information Systems 
Activities; Support for the Metropolitan Transportation Plan; Congestion 
Management System/Process; Traffic Signal Re-timing Studies; Austin-San 
Antonio Corridor Projects; Long Range Comprehensive Transportation Plan; 
Regional Coordinated Public Transportation Plan; Public Involvement Activities; 
Environmental Justice Analysis and Outreach) 

 
• System performance is considered both in the evaluation of alternatives in the 

development of the long range plan and in technical studies analyzing existing 
needs for highway, street, and/or transit improvements.  (Support for the 
Metropolitan Transportation Plan; Congestion Management System/Process; 
Traffic Signal Re-timing Studies; Traffic Safety Planning Study; Traffic Data 
Collection and Management System; Mode Split Model Development; Long 
Range Comprehensive Transportation Plan; Pedestrian and Bicycle Facility 
Data Collection; Bicycle Travel Patterns Study; Mobility Management Plan; 
Regional Coordinated Public Transportation Plan)  

 
• Alternative transportation systems management strategies are considered as an 

integral part of short range planning efforts to address existing problems in both 
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highway/street and transit.  (Support for the Metropolitan Transportation Plan; 
Long Range Comprehensive Transportation Plan; Congestion Management 
System/Process; Bicycle and Pedestrian Data Collection; Pedestrian and 
Bicycle Planning Activities; Bicycle Travel Patterns Study; Traffic Signal Re-
timing Studies; On-board Transit Origin/Destination Survey; Austin-San Antonio 
Corridor Projects; Traffic Safety Planning Study; Mobility Management Plan; 
Regional Coordinated Public Transportation Plan)

42 U.S. Code 7504, 7506(c) and (d); The Clean Air Act, Section 174 and 176(c) and (d): 
 
The counties of Bexar, Comal and Guadalupe were designated as “Nonattainment/deferred” 
with an effective nonattainment date of September 30, 2005.  This meant that these three 
counties were within an Early Action Compact area that does not meet the 8-hour ozone 
standard, yet which the Environmental Protection Agency as determined to have complied with 
the March 2004 Early Action Compact milestone for submitting State Implementation Plan (SIP) 
revisions to the State. 
 
The San Antonio region met all milestones associated with the Early Action Compact and, 
based on monitor readings for the past three years, and was designated “attainment for ozone” 
effective April 15, 2008. 
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Priority for project implementation is normally determined by funding restrictions and decisions 
by local elected officials.  Should this area fail to meet national ambient air quality standards, the 
air quality impact of proposed projects in the TIP would be a determining factor by local elected 
officials in developing priorities for implementation.

In addition, VIA (a recipient of funds from the MPO) has an adopted 
Minority Owned/Women Owned Business participation goal for all Federal funds received by 
them which they normally achieve and/or exceed.

Additionally, on March 29, 2010, the Transportation Policy Board took action to 
not move forward with Subtask 5.11 US 281 and Loop 1604 Feasibility Study.  
Since planning funds have been spent on this subtask (staff time and 
procurement costs) MPO staff recommends the study remain in the UPWP but 
the budget be revised to $0.

SAN ANTONIO-BEXAR COUNTY  
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I. Our Responsibilities Under U.S. Generally Accepted Auditing Standards and OMB Circular A-133 
 

As stated in the audit contract, our responsibility, as described by professional standards, is to express 
opinions about whether the financial statements prepared by management with your oversight are fairly 
presented, in all material respects, in conformity with U.S. generally accepted accounting principles.  Our 
audit of the financial statements does not relieve you or management of your responsibilities. 

 
In planning and performing our audit, we considered the SA-BC MPO’s internal control over financial 
reporting in order to determine our auditing procedures for the purpose of expressing our opinions on the 
financial statements and not to provide assurance on the internal control over financial reporting.  We also 
considered internal control over compliance with requirements that could have a direct and material effect 
on a major federal program in order to determine our auditing procedures for the purpose of expressing 
our opinion on compliance and to test and report on internal control over compliance in accordance with 
OMB Circular A-133. 

 
As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether the SA-BC MPO’s financial statements are free 
of material misstatement, we performed tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, 
regulations, contracts, and grants, noncompliance with which could have a direct and material effect on 
the determination of financial statement amounts.  However, providing an opinion on compliance with 
those provisions was not an objective of our audit. Also in accordance with OMB Circular A-133, we 
examined, on a test basis, evidence about the SA-BC MPO’s compliance with the types of compliance 
requirements described in the U.S. Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-133 Compliance 
Supplement applicable to each of its major federal programs for the purpose of expressing an opinion on 
the SA-BC MPO’s compliance with those requirements.  While our audit provides a reasonable basis for 
our opinion, it does not provide a legal determination on the SA-BC MPO’s compliance with those 
requirements. 

 
 
II. Planned Scope and Timing of the Audit 
 
 We performed the audit according to the scope of work stipulated in the executed audit contract. 
 
 
III. Qualitative Aspects of Accounting Practices 
 

Accounting Policies 
Management is responsible for the selection and use of appropriate accounting policies.  The significant 
accounting policies used by the SA-BC MPO are described in Note I to the basic financial statements.  No 
new accounting policies were adopted by the SA-BC MPO and the application of existing policies was not 
changed during the year ended September 30, 2009.  We noted no transactions entered into by the SA-BC 
MPO during the year for which there is a lack of authoritative guidance or consensus.  There were no 
other significant transactions recognized in the financial statements in a different period than when the 
transaction occurred. 
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Accounting Estimates 
Accounting estimates are an integral part of the financial statements prepared by management and are 
based on management’s knowledge and experience about past and current events and assumptions about 
future events.  Certain accounting estimates are particularly sensitive because of their significance to the 
financial statements and because of the possibility that future events affecting them may differ 
significantly from those expected.  The most sensitive estimates affecting the SA-BC MPO’s financial 
statements are depreciation and compensated absences.  Depreciation is based on estimated useful lives of 
the respective capital asset class and compensated absences is based on the hours accrued as of September 
30th and related pay for each employee.  We evaluated the key factors and assumptions used to develop 
these estimates in determining that they are reasonable in relation to the financial statements taken as a 
whole. 

 
 
IV. Difficulties Encountered in Performing the Audit 
 
 We encountered no difficulties in performing and completing our audit. 
 
 
V. Corrected and Uncorrected Misstatements 
 

Professional standards require us to accumulate all known and likely misstatements identified during the 
audit, other than those that are trivial, and communicate them to the appropriate level of management.  
Management has corrected all such misstatements, which included entries to convert the SA-BC MPO’s 
cash basis records to the accrual basis of accounting. 

 
 
VI. Disagreements with Management 
 

For purposes of this letter, professional standards define a disagreement with management as a financial 
accounting, reporting, or auditing matter, whether or not resolved to our satisfaction, that could be 
significant to the financial statements or the auditor’s report.  We are pleased to report that no such 
disagreements arose during the course of our audit. 

 
 
VII. Management Representations 
 

We have requested certain representations from management that are included in the management 
representation letter dated April 8, 2010. 

 
 
VIII. Management Consultations with Other Independent Accountants 
 

In some cases, management may decide to consult with other accountants about auditing and accounting 
matters, similar to obtaining a “second opinion” on certain situations.  If a consultation involves 
application of an accounting principle to the SA-BC MPO’s financial statements or a determination of the 
type of auditor’s opinion that may be expressed on those statements, our professional standards require the 
consulting accountant to check with us or determine that the consultant has all the relevant facts.  To our 
knowledge, there were no such consultations with other accountants. 
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IX. Other Issues 
 

Other Information in Documents Containing Audited Financial Statements 
Our responsibility for other information in documents containing the SA-BC MPO’s financial statements 
and our report thereon does not extend beyond the financial information identified in our report, and we 
have no obligation to perform any procedures to corroborate other information contained in these 
documents. 

 
 Matters Discussed with Management Prior to Reappointment 

We generally discuss a variety of matters, including the application of accounting principles and auditing 
standards, with management prior to reappointment as the SA-BC MPO’s auditors.  However, these 
discussions occurred in the normal course of our professional relationship and our responses were not a 
condition to our reappointment. 

 
 
X. Other Comments and Recommendations 
 

PRIOR YEAR COMMENT 
 

Compensated Absences  
 

It is the SA-BC MPO’s understanding that the fringe benefit rate, which is computed at 24% of personnel 
costs, billed to the grantor (TxDOT) should be a sufficient amount to pay not only for the costs of 
retirement, health insurance, etc., but also enough to place on reserve for the compensated absences 
liability balance.  However, as in the prior year, the SA-BC MPO’s books of account, as maintained by 
Bexar County, do not reflect a reserve amount for the $72,968 compensated absences liability balance, 
which indicates it is currently unfunded.  Therefore, the amount of the liability is reflected as a deficit net 
asset balance in the SA-BC MPO’s financial statements. 

 
We recommend that the SA-BC MPO confirm their understanding with TxDOT and continue working 
with Bexar County in obtaining documentation that reflects how the fringe benefit funding received was 
applied. 

 
Management’s Response 

 
Bexar County informed Management on September 8, 2009 that a journal entry to General Ledger 
Account 2510 Accrued Vacation & Sick Leave changing the account balance from $47,944 to $54,880 
would reserve the cash for the payment of the accrued leave that employees have in their leave accounts.  
On March 18, 2010, that statement was retracted.  Consequently, Management has once again requested 
the accounting detail of how the $45,578 in Compensated Absences was depleted as directed by the SA-
BC MPO Finance Committee.  Bexar County is scheduled to respond no later than the end of April 2010. 

 
Our fringe rate continued to fall short in covering actual costs associated with Social Security & Medicare, 
Retirement, Group Life Insurance, Group Health Insurance, and Employee Medical Services.  The SA-BC 
MPO paid its fiscal agent for actual costs through a quarterly adjustment in FY 2009.  However, our 
Compensated Absences liability increased in FY 2008 and FY 2009 and no funds have been reserved to 
meet this increased obligation. 
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Management will seek authorization from its Executive Committee, committee scheduled to encapsulate 
the functions of the Finance Committee, to 1) establish a Reserved Compensated Absences account since 
the Cash on Hand account cannot be monitored with the necessary control the reserved for compensated 
absences warrants; 2) increase its FY 2010 operating budget by $29,500 - $75,000 depending on Bexar 
County’s April 2010 response to meet FY 2009 year ended Compensated Absences liability; 3) change (in 
FY 2011) the SA-BC MPO established procedure of paying Fringe related expenses using a percentage to 
paying for actual monthly cost; 4) budget for reasonably expected changes to the Reserved Compensated 
Absences account annually based on historical data; and 5) change (in FY 2011) the SA-BC MPO 
established procedure of asking for salary reimbursement by calculating hourly rate times hours worked as 
indicated on time sheet to asking for reimbursement based on Bexar County’s semi-monthly General 
Ledger salary entries. 

 
The SA-BC MPO Finance Committee approved an increase of our Fringe Rate to 34%, an 11% increase 
from FY 2009 in FY 2010 to better match actual fringe related expenses.  Additionally, the SA-BC MPO 
will continue to reconcile fringe related expenses against Bexar County actual payments quarterly to 
ensure the SA-BC MPO meets its obligation. 
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The San Antonio-Bexar County Metropolitan Planning Organization (the SA-BC MPO) presents the following 
discussion and analysis of the SA-BC MPO’s financial performance as of and for the year ended September 30, 
2009.  This discussion and analysis is intended to assist readers in focusing on significant financial issues and 
changes in the SA-BC MPO’s financial position.  We encourage readers to consider the information presented 
here in conjunction with additional information that we have furnished in our financial statements and 
supplementary schedules provided in this report. 
 
 
FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS 
 

• The assets of the SA-BC MPO exceeded its liabilities by $146,297 (net assets).  Of this amount, 
$219,265 reflects the portion of the net assets that the SA-BC MPO has invested in capital assets.  The 
($72,968) deficit unrestricted net assets represents the unfunded compensated absences liability balance.  

 
• The SA-BC MPO’s general fund, which is the SA-BC MPO’s only governmental fund, reported a zero 

fund balance since grants funds are received on a reimbursement basis and revenues are therefore 
reported to the extent of expenditures incurred, which is consistent with the prior year. 

 
 
OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 
 
The SA-BC MPO’s annual report consists of two parts – management’s discussion and analysis (this section) 
and the basic financial statements.  The basic financial statements include two kinds of statements that present 
different views of the SA-BC MPO: 
 

• The first two statements are government-wide financial statements that provide long-term and short-
term information about the SA-BC MPO’s overall financial status. 

 
• The remaining statements are fund financial statements that focus on individual parts of the 

government, reporting the SA-BC MPO’s operations in more detail than the government-wide 
statements.  The governmental fund statements tell how general government services were financed in 
the short term. 

 
The financial statements also include notes that provide additional information that is the key in understanding 
the data provided in the government-wide and fund financial statements. 
 
Government-wide Financial Statements 
 
The government-wide financial statements are designed to provide readers with a broad overview of the SA-BC 
MPO’s finances, in a manner similar to private-sector business financial presentation. 
 
The statement of net assets is a presentation of the SA-BC MPO’s assets and liabilities, including capital assets, 
and long-term liabilities.  This statement reports the difference between assets and liabilities as net assets.  Over 
time, increases or decreases in net assets may serve as a useful indicator of whether the financial position of the 
SA-BC MPO is improving or deteriorating. 
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The statement of activities presents information regarding changes in the government’s net assets for the fiscal 
year.  Changes in net assets are recorded when the underlying event giving rise to the change occurs regardless 
of the timing of the cash flows.  Therefore, revenues and expenses reported in this statement for some items will 
only result in cash flows in future fiscal periods (e.g., due from the Texas Department of Transportation and 
accrued leave payable).  The SA-BC MPO’s revenues consist of program revenues from operating grants and 
contributions provided by the Texas Department of Transportation and City of San Antonio. 
 
The government-wide financial statements include only governmental activities of the SA-BC MPO since the 
SA-BC MPO does not have any business type activities.  
 
Fund Financial Statements 
 
The accounts of the SA-BC MPO are organized on the basis of funds, each of which is considered a separate 
accounting entity.  Government resources are allocated to and accounted for in individual funds based upon the 
purposes for which they are to be spent and the means by which spending activities are controlled. 
 
Fund financial statements are used to present financial information detailing resources that have been identified 
for specific activities.  The SA-BC MPO uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with 
requirements placed on resources.  The SA-BC MPO currently only maintains a general fund, which is a 
governmental fund. 
 
Governmental funds.  Governmental funds are used to account for essentially the same functions reported in the 
governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements.  The SA-BC MPO’s basic services are 
included in governmental funds, which focus on (1) how cash can be converted to cash flow in and out and (2) 
the balances left at year-end that are available for spending. Consequently, unlike the government-wide 
statement, governmental fund financial statements provide a detailed short term view that may be useful in 
determining whether there are more or fewer financial resources that can be spent in the near future to finance 
the SA-BC MPO’s programs. Because this information does not encompass the additional long-term focus of 
the government-wide financial statements, we provide a reconciliation for both, the governmental fund balance 
sheet and the governmental fund statement of revenues, expenditures, and changes in fund balances to explain 
the relationship (or differences) between governmental funds and governmental activities.  
 
Other Information 
 
The Transportation Policy Board (TPB) approves the Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP), which includes 
the program budget for the period of October 1, 2008 through September 30, 2009, including the SA-BC MPO’s 
operating budget.  
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FINANCIAL ANALYSIS OF THE SA-BC MPO AS A WHOLE 
 
Net Assets 
 
Net assets may serve, over time, as a useful indicator of a government’s financial position.  The SA-BC MPO‘s 
combined net assets at September 30, 2009 were $146,297. (See Table A-1).  
 
The largest portion of the SA-BC MPO’s combined net assets is the line item captioned invested in capital 
assets.  This amount reflects the SA-BC MPO’s investment in capital assets (i.e. software licenses and furniture 
and equipment).  These capital assets are used for the operations of the SA-BC MPO and are not available for 
future spending.  
 
The ($72,968) deficit unrestricted net assets represents the unfunded compensated absences liability balance.

Changes in Net Assets 
 
At the end of the current fiscal year, total net assets exceed liabilities by $146,297.  The SA-BC MPO’s net 
assets increased by $64,012 from the prior fiscal year. 
 
 
Governmental Activities 
 
The SA-BC MPO’s total revenues were $3,324,919 (See Table A-2).  All of those revenues were program 
revenues from operating grants of the general government.   
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Expenses for the SA-BC MPO totaled $3,260,907, with 33 percent representing personnel salaries and fringe 
benefits, 26 percent representing professional services, and 20 percent representing contractual services – 
subrecipients.

The total cost of programs and service increased $530,826 or 19 percent, from the prior year.  The majority of 
the increase is due to the increases in personnel salaries and fringe benefits; and, printing and binding services in 
the amount of $150,979, and $45,132, respectively.  In addition, the majority of the increase is also due to 
increases in professional services and contractual services with the subrecipients in the amount of $28,347 and 
$282,087, respectively.  The increase in personnel salaries and fringe benefits is partially due to the hiring of an 
additional SA-BC MPO employee and increases in health insurance and related fringe benefits.  The increase in 
printing and binding services is attributed to production of the MPO’s third edition Bike Map.  The increase in 
professional services and contractual services with subrecipients is due to more activity in the second year of a 
two-year work program.   
 
In addition, since professional services tend to fluctuate, there is no established pattern of expenditures as 
indicated below.

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FINANCIAL ANALYSIS OF GOVERNMENTAL FUNDS 
 
The general fund is the SA-BC MPO’s only governmental fund and is used to account for all financial 
resources.  At the end of the current fiscal year, the governmental fund reported a zero fund balance, which is 
consistent with the prior year, since grant funds are received on a reimbursement basis and revenues are 
therefore reported to the extent of expenditures incurred. 
 
Revenues from the general fund totaled $3,324,919, which is an increase of $620,040 or 23 percent, from the 
prior year.  The increase is likely due to greater carryover amounts from fiscal year (FY) 2008 to FY 2009 than 
there were from FY 2007 to FY 2008. 
 
 
CAPITAL ASSETS 
 
The SA-BC MPO’s investment in capital assets for its governmental activities as of September 30, 2009 
amounts to $219,265 (net of accumulated depreciation).  This investment in capital assets includes software 
licenses and furniture and equipment.  (See Table A-3) 
 
Major capital asset events during the current fiscal year included the following: 
 

• Increase in software licenses is the net effect of the purchase of software licenses in the amount of 
$147,843 and the disposition of software licenses in the amount of $13,565. 

 
• The decrease in furniture and equipment is the net effect of the purchase of additional computers and 

equipment in the amount of $16,609 and the disposition of furniture and equipment in the amount of 
$19,459. 

 
In compliance with GASB Statement No. 34 requirements, the SA-BC MPO is required to compute depreciation 
on all applicable capital assets.  The current year depreciation expense of $66,192 combined with the deletion of 
$16,864 for the amount related to the assets disposed, brings the accumulated depreciation balance to $244,632 
and also decreases the historical cost of capital assets.

NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 
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I. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 

The San Antonio-Bexar County Metropolitan Planning Organization (the SA-BC MPO) is the metropolitan 
planning organization responsible for conducting a cooperative, continuous and comprehensive transportation 
planning process for its study area.  The SA-BC MPO prepares its basic financial statements in conformity 
with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) promulgated by the Government Accounting Standards 
Board (GASB). 

 
A. Reporting Entity 

 
The Transportation Policy Board (TPB) is the SA-BC MPO’s policy board.  The TPB is comprised of 
eleven elected and eight appointed officials representing the State, Bexar County, San Antonio, VIA 
Metropolitan Transit, suburban cities, and the Alamo Area Council of Governments and six non-voting 
members.  The TPB oversees the continuous, comprehensive, and cooperative transportation planning 
process conducted for the metropolitan area, selects or must approve all transportation projects in the 
region for federal funding, and appoints the Director.  Therefore, the SA-BC MPO is a financial reporting 
entity as defined by GASB Statement No. 14, “The Financial Reporting Entity”, and is not included in 
any other governmental reporting entity.  

 
B. Government-Wide and Fund Financial Statements  

 
The Statement of Net Assets and the Statement of Activities are government-wide financial statements.  
They report information on all of the SA-BC MPO’s activities.  Governmental activities include programs 
supported by grant revenues. 

 
The net assets are segregated into invested in capital assets and unrestricted net assets. 

 
The Statement of Activities demonstrates how other parties or entities that participate in programs the SA-
BC MPO operates have shared in the payment of the direct costs.  Thus, it shows the degree to which the 
direct expenses of a given function are offset by program revenues.  Direct expenses are those that are 
clearly identifiable with a specific function.  Program revenues are comprised of operating grants and 
contributions, which includes amounts paid by organizations outside the SA-BC MPO to help meet the 
operational requirements of a given function.  Examples include grants under the Texas Department of 
Transportation and City of San Antonio. 

 
The fund financial statements provide reports on the financial condition and results of operations for 
governmental activities. 
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I. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (Continued) 
 

C. Measurement Focus, Basis of Accounting, and Financial Statement Presentation  
 

The government-wide financial statements use the economic resources measurement focus and the 
accrual basis of accounting.  Revenues are recorded when earned and expenses are recorded when a 
liability is incurred, regardless of the timing of the related cash flows.  Grants are recognized as revenue 
as soon as all eligibility requirements imposed by the provider have been met. 

 
Governmental fund financial statements use the current financial resources measurement focus and the 
modified accrual basis of accounting.  With this measurement focus, only current assets, current 
liabilities, and fund balances are included on the balance sheet.  Operating statements of these funds 
present net increases and decreases in current assets (i.e., revenues and expenditures). 

 
The modified accrual basis of accounting recognizes revenues in the accounting period in which they 
become both measurable and available.  Revenues are considered to be available when they are collectible 
within the current period.  For this purpose, the SA-BC MPO considers all revenues available if they are 
collectible within 60 days after year end.  Expenditures generally are recorded in the accounting period in 
which the fund liability is incurred, if measurable.  However, expenditures related to compensated 
absences are recorded only when payment is due. 

 
Grant funds are considered to be earned when the related program expenditures are incurred.  
Accordingly, when such funds are received, they are recorded as deferred revenues until related and 
authorized expenditures have been made.  Funds expended but not yet received are shown as receivables. 

 
D. Fund Accounting  

 
The SA-BC MPO reports the general fund as the only governmental fund and it is therefore reported as 
the SA-BC MPO’s major fund.  The general fund is the SA-BC MPO’s primary operating fund that is 
used to account for all financial resources.  Major revenue sources include Texas Department of 
Transportation and City of San Antonio grants.  Expenditures include all costs associated with the daily 
operations of the SA-BC MPO.

I. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (Continued) 
 

E. Fiscal Agent 
 

The SA-BC MPO obtains fiscal management assistance through an agreement with Bexar County.  As 
part of the agreement, Bexar County is required to maintain one or more trust accounts under the 
supervision of the County Auditor for use by the SA-BC MPO.  All warrants issued to Bexar County on 
behalf of the SA-BC MPO are deposited in an SA-BC MPO account and all the SA-BC MPO 
expenditures are paid by Bexar County from this account.  The SA-BC MPO is responsible for the legal 
and proper expenditure of funds and the preparation of requests for reimbursement.  Bexar County 
accounts for all the SA-BC MPO transactions in an agency fund and is paid an indirect cost for providing 
such assistance.  The indirect cost rates for the fiscal year ended September 30, 2009 of 11.5446% from 
the FHWA and FTA programs and 11% from the STEPS program were applied to SA-BC MPO’s total 
salaries to compute the amount of $97,364 paid to Bexar County. 

 
F. Subrecipients 

 
The financial statements include revenue earned and expenditures incurred by the following subrecipients 
for which the SA-BC MPO provided funding:

G. Use of Grant Funds 

 
In accordance with Texas Department of Transportation, the SA-BC MPO is required to expend the 
Federal Transit Administration funds prior to expending the Federal Highway Administration funds.  

 
H. Other Accounting Policies 

 
1. Capital Assets 

 
Capital assets, which include software licenses and furniture and equipment, are reported in the 
governmental activities column in the government-wide financial statements.  Capital assets are 
defined as assets with an initial, individual cost of more than $1,000 and an estimated useful life in 
excess of one year.  Such assets are recorded at historical cost.  Donated capital assets are recorded at 
estimated fair market value at the date of donation.  
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I. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (Continued) 
 

The costs of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of the asset or materially 
extend assets lives are not capitalized.  

 
When assets are retired or otherwise disposed of, the related costs are removed. 

 
Software licenses and furniture and equipment are depreciated/amortized using the straight line 
method over the following estimated useful lives:

Assets purchased by the SA-BC MPO under the custody of subrecipients are included in capital 
assets. 

 
2. Compensated Absences  

 
The SA-BC MPO allows employees to accumulate compensatory time and vacation and sick leave in 
accordance with Bexar County policies.  Employees may accumulate from 6.67 to 12 hours of 
vacation leave, depending on their length of employment, and 8 hours of sick leave per month.  At 
termination or retirement, the SA-BC MPO pays up to 30 days of accumulated vacation leave and 
after five years of employment, fifty percent of accumulated sick leave, not to exceed 30 days.  Non-
exempt employees may accumulate up to 30 days of compensation time and any time accrued in 
excess of these amounts are paid to the employee.  At termination or retirement, the SA-BC MPO 
pays non-exempt employees for accumulated compensatory time.  During the year, the SA-BC MPO 
pays for compensatory time and vacation and sick leave costs from the general fund. 

 
 
II. BUDGETARY DATA 
 

On July 23, 2007, the TPB approved the Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP), which includes the budget 
for the period of October 1, 2007 through September 30, 2009.  The UPWP also provides the activities to be 
accomplished, funding requirements, and the agency responsible for accomplishing the tasks included in the 
UPWP.   

 
The SA-BC MPO’s annual operating budget, exclusive of consultant services and amounts provided to 
subrecipients, is approved by the TPB.  The Director is authorized to approve line-item budget amendments; 
however, amendments that change the total budget amount require TPB approval.

E. Defined Benefit Pension Plan 

 
Plan Description 
The SA-BC MPO participates in the statewide Texas County and District Retirement System (TCDRS) 
through its fiscal agent, Bexar County.  The SA-BC MPO provides retirement, disability and death 
benefits for all of its full-time employees through a nontraditional defined benefit pension plan in the 
TCDRS.  The Board of Trustees of TCDRS is responsible for the administration of the statewide agent 
multiple-employer public employee retirement system consisting of 586 nontraditional defined benefit 
pension plans.  TCDRS in the aggregate issues a Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR) on a 
calendar year basis.  The CAFR is available upon written request from the TCDRS Board of Trustees at 
P.O. Box 2034, Austin, Texas 78768-2034. 

 
The plan provisions are adopted and may be amended by the governing body of Bexar County within the 
options available in the Texas state statutes governing TCDRS (TCDRS Act).  Members can retire at ages 
60 and above, with eight (8) or more years of service, with 20 years of service regardless of age, or when 
the sum of their age and years of service equals 75 or more.  Members are vested after eight years of 
service but must leave their accumulated deposits in the plan to receive any employer-financed benefit.  
Members who withdraw their personal deposits in a lump-sum and who are not eligible to retire are not 
entitled to any amounts contributed by their employer. 
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III. DETAILED NOTES (Continued) 
 

Benefit amounts are determined by the sum of the employee’s deposits to the plan, with interest, and 
employer-financed monetary credits.  The level of these monetary credits is adopted by the governing 
body of the employer within the actuarial constraints imposed by the TCDRS Act, so that the resulting 
benefits can be expected to be adequately financed by the employer’s commitment to contribute.  At 
retirement, death, or disability, the benefit is calculated by converting the sum of the employees’ 
accumulated deposits and the employer-financed monetary credits to a monthly annuity using annuity 
purchase rates prescribed by the TCDRS Act. 

 
Funding Policy 
Bexar County has elected the Annually Determined Contribution Rate plan provisions of the TCDRS Act. 
 The plan is funded by monthly contributions from both employee members and the employer based on 
the covered payroll of employee members.  Under the TCDRS Act, the contribution rate of the employer 
is actuarially determined annually.  The SA-BC MPO contributed using the actuarially determined rate of 
9.9% for the months in calendar year 2008 and 2009. 

 
The deposit rate payable by all employee members for the current fiscal year is the rate of 7% as adopted 
by the governing body of Bexar County.  The employee deposit rate and the employer contribution rate 
may be changed by the governing body of the employer within the options available in the TCDRS Act.   

 
Annual Pension Cost 
For the fiscal year ended September 30, 2009, the actual contributions made by the employees were 
$57,258 and those made by the SA-BC MPO were $81,771. 

 
The annual required contributions were actuarially determined as a percent of the covered payroll of the 
participating employees, and were in compliance with GASB Statement No. 27 parameters based on the 
actuarial valuations as of December 31, 2006 and December 31, 2007, the basis for determining the 
contribution rates for calendar years 2008 and 2009.

F. Other Postemployment Benefits 
The SA-BC MPO participates in the Bexar County’s single employer defined benefit post employment 
healthcare plan (the Plan) that covers qualified retired employees and their dependents and active 
employees.  Participation in the Plan is elective by each retiree.  To be eligible, the retiree must meet the 
requirements for retirement from TCDRS (see note E) and have enrolled in the Bexar County healthcare 
plan for the year in which they retire.  The Plan provides medical, dental, vision, and basic life insurance 
benefits to plan members.  The benefits provided are not guaranteed.  Additionally, the benefit provisions 
are subject to change at any time and to annual appropriation of funds by the Bexar County 
Commissioner’s Court.  

 
Bexar County provides the Plan’s benefits for the SA-BC MPO retirees.  Since there currently are no SA-
BC MPO participants, Bexar County did not incur any related costs. 

 
G. Net Assets 

 
1. Deficit Net Assets 

 
The ($72,968) deficit unrestricted net assets, in the government wide financial statements, represents 
the unfunded compensated absences liability balance.  The SA-BC MPO is in the process of resolving 
this with Bexar County, its fiscal agent and the Department of Transportation, its funding source.

H. Risk Management 
 

The SA-BC MPO is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts, theft of, damage to and destruction of 
assets; business interruptions; errors and omissions; injuries to employees; and natural disasters for which 
the SA-BC MPO carries commercial insurance.  Settled claims resulting from risks of loss have not 
exceeded commercial insurance coverage in any of the past three fiscal years. 

 
I. Commitments and Contingencies 

 
The SA-BC MPO participates in federal grant programs, which are governed by various rules and 
regulations of the grantor agencies.  Costs charged to the respective grant programs are subject to audit 
and adjustment by the grantor agencies; therefore, to the extent that the SA-BC MPO has not complied 
with the rules and regulations governing the grants, refunds of any money received may be required.  In 
the opinion of the SA-BC MPO, there are no significant contingent liabilities relating to compliance with 
the rules and regulations governing the respective grant; therefore, no provision has been recorded in the 
accompanying financial statements for such contingencies. 

 
In addition, since the SA-BC MPO receives substantially all its revenues from federal sources, it is 
economically dependent on those grants.  

 
J. Frozen Regional Travel Funds 

 
In 2004, the SA-BC MPO participated in the Regional Travel Surveys, which is designed to allow for 
enhancement of the region’s travel demand models through the collection of vital data.  As agreed upon, 
the San Antonio-Bexar County Urban Transportation Study, expenditures which are controlled by 
TxDOT, will utilize $639,000 of Federal Transportation Planning funds.  As of September 30, 2009, 
$454,757 of the funds have been utilized and the study concluded.  The remaining balance of $184,243 is 
available for expenditure in future years. 

 
K. Subsequent Events 

 
Effective October 1, 2009, the SA-BC MPO increased the TxDOT fringe rate of reimbursement from 24% 
to 35% of personnel costs.  The increase is to ensure sufficient funds are received from TxDOT for the 
actual fringe costs incurred by the SA-BC MPO and paid by Bexar County, its fiscal agent.

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10. Status Report on the Austin-San Antonio Passenger Rail Project  
 
 
Purpose 

 
To receive an update on the tasks underway supporting the implementation of 
passenger rail in the Austin-San Antonio Corridor.   

 
 
Issue 
 

Excerpted from the Lone Star Rail District’s website (www.lonestarrail.com), 
“traffic on Interstate 35 through the Austin-San Antonio corridor is bad and 
getting worse. It’s one of the most congested interstate segments in America and 
the biggest bottleneck on I-35 between Mexico and Canada. It’s also one of the 
deadliest stretches of highway in the country, with over 100 fatalities a year.” 
 
“Rebuilding I-35 to accommodate all of the different travel demands it now 
handles would take decades and could consume Texas’ entire transportation 
budget. That’s why for many years, regional leaders and thinkers have been 
looking at alternatives. And one of the best alternatives is passenger rail.” 
 
“The Union Pacific corridor that parallels I-35 is an important link for moving 
goods through the region, but as a freight rail line, it suffers from many of the 
same challenges as I-35. It’s outdated, runs right through the heart of major 
cities, and leaves little room for expansion or improved service. Moving through-
freight traffic to other, more suitable and more modern corridors would have 
benefits for the railroad and its customers as well as the communities in the 
corridor.” 
 
“But that same UP right-of-way is almost perfectly suited to passenger service 
that can bring people right to the region’s major destinations—downtown Austin 
and San Antonio, a long string of university campuses, tourist attractions, and 
major employers from Williamson County to Port San Antonio and beyond.” 
 
“In the late 1990s, the state first conducted a feasibility study for regional 
passenger rail service in the corridor. Once that report came back positive, the 
pieces fell into place for the creation of an independent public agency that 
represents and is governed by local communities and stakeholders.” 
 
“Texas voters also gave their approval to efforts to jump-start rail relocation and 
improvements, with the state and private railroads like UP working together for 
mutual benefit. In recent years, passenger rail has taken off across the country, 
with dozens of regional services achieving wide popularity.  And the federal 
transportation program is devoting more energy and resources to passenger rail 
than ever before.” 
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Representatives from the Lone Star Rail District Board will provide an update on 
the rail passenger project.

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Policy 1:  
Transportation Policy Board 

 
On November 8, 1974, the City of San Antonio, Bexar County, and the State of Texas agreed to 
participate in a continuing, comprehensive, cooperative transportation planning process for the San 
Antonio-Bexar County Urban Transportation Study area as provided in the Federal-Aid Highway Act of 
1962.  On January 12, 1978, the Metropolitan Transit Authority, also known as VIA Metropolitan 
Transit, became a signatory party to that agreement.   The San Antonio – Bexar County Urban 
Transportation Study Steering Committee, now known as the Transportation Policy Board, has been 
designated by the Governor as the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) for the San Antonio-
Bexar County area with a Metropolitan Area Boundary that encompasses all of Bexar County and 
small portions of Comal and Guadalupe Counties.  The Transportation Policy Board is a one-
committee structure composed of elected officials of general-purpose local government, 
transportation agency staff and other stakeholders which have responsibility for project 
implementation within the study area.   
 
A. Organization 
 

The Transportation Policy Board will furnish policy guidance and direction for the MPO. This 
committee will consist of six (6) representatives from the City of San Antonio, four (4) of 
which shall be members of the San Antonio City Council and two (2) shall be City staff; four 
(4) representatives from Bexar County, three (3) of which shall be members of Bexar County 
Commissioners Court and one (1) shall be Bexar County staff; two (2) appointed officials from 
the Texas Department of Transportation; two (2) members of the Texas Legislature who 
represent constituency residing within the San Antonio-Bexar County Metropolitan Area 
Boundary, two (2) representatives from the Metropolitan Transit Authority, one (1) 
representative from the Greater Bexar County Council of Cities, one (1) appointed  official 
from the Northeast Partnership of Cities, and one (1) representative from the Alamo Area 
Council of Governments.  The voting membership will be as follows: 

 
VOTING MEMBERSHIP 

City of San Antonio 6 
County of Bexar 4 
Metropolitan Transit Authority 2 
Texas Department of Transportation 2 
Texas Legislature 2 
Greater Bexar County Council of Cities 1 
Northeast Partnership of Cities 1 
Alamo Area Council of Governments 1 
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Each agency or coalition shall designate its representative to the Transportation Policy Board 
and, when necessary, fill vacancies among its members to the Board (with the exception of 
the members of the Texas Legislature – see paragraph below). 
 
The Transportation Policy Board shall appoint representatives of the Texas Legislature by 
soliciting nominations from the Dean of the State Delegation.  To the extent possible, the two 
nominations from the Texas Legislature will have diverse political party affiliations and 
bicameral representation.     
 
Regular attendance of all Board members is needed to make sound policy decisions that 
reflect the needs of the entire planning area.  After three consecutive absences during one 
twelve month period, the MPO Chair will consult with the absent member’s nominating entity 
and decide on a course of action for that individual’s future participation. 

 
Terms for the representatives of the Texas Legislature and the non-governmental member 
shall commence January 1 and run for one (1) year through December 31.  Members of the 
Texas Legislature shall be limited to two (2) four (4) terms.  A hold-over for these Legislative 
positions may be granted by a super majority (75%) of the voting members of the 
Transportation Policy Board for six month intervals.   

 
Ex-Officio Non-voting Membership to the Transportation Policy Board    

 
The non-voting membership of the Transportation Policy Board shall be as follows: 

 
Non-Voting Membership 

 
1. Federal Highway Administration 
2. Federal Transit Administration 
3.  Texas Department of Transportation (Austin Office) 
4.  President/CEO of the Metropolitan Transit Authority 
5. San Antonio Mobility Coalition 
6. Regional Mobility Authority (as determined by the RMA Board Chairman) 
7.  A Non-governmental Member or alternate (as determined by the Transportation 

Policy Board) 
 
The Transportation Policy Board shall attempt to rotate the appointments of the non-
governmental member and alternate among the non-governmental groups with interest in 
transportation issues.  The member and alternate shall not represent the same group.  The 
non-governmental member and alternate shall serve one-year terms. The alternate will 
succeed the member.  The member may not succeed the alternate for at least one year. 

 
Non-voting members can neither make nor second motions, but can participate in discussions 
in all sessions, including executive sessions. 
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B. Functions of the Transportation Policy Board 
 

1. Provide policy guidance for the transportation planning process. 
 

2. Carry out in cooperation with the State and local governments and annually certify a 
transportation planning process that is in full compliance with Federal requirements 
outlined in 23 USC 134, 49 USC 1607, 42 LSC 7504, 7506, (c) and (d), The Clean Air 
Act, as amended, Section 174 and 176 (c), as well as other applicable requirements as 
specified in 23 CFR Part 450.114. 

 
3. Set goals and cooperatively determine the responsibilities of the participating agencies 

for planning tasks and a budget in the Unified Planning Work Program.  
 

4. Review and adopt the Texas Metropolitan Mobility Plan/Regional Mobility Plan and the 
Metropolitan Transportation Plan (revised as necessary) which provides for both the 
near-term and long-term needs of the Study area. 

 
5.  Develop in cooperation with the State and local governments and annually endorse a 

staged multi-year Transportation Improvement Program which includes projects in or 
serving the metropolitan area, initiated by the implementing agencies, and consistent 
with the Metropolitan Transportation Plan. 

 
6.  Review and revise the limits of the Study area as necessary. 

 
7.  Designate a Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) and any other such offices, technical 

committees, or task forces as found necessary to carry out the transportation planning 
process.   

 
8. Meet at intervals necessary to perform its function. 

 
9. Appoint an MPO Director. 

 
 

C. Election of Chair and Vice Chair and Term of Office        
 

Beginning June 1993 and continuing biennially, the Transportation Policy Board will elect a 
chair and vice chair from their membership.  The Chair of the Board must be an elected 
official.   

 
An individual may serve as chair or vice chair of the Transportation Policy Board for a 
maximum of four (4) years or the individual's term of membership to the Transportation Policy 
Board, whichever is less. 

 
 
D. Absence of Chair       
 

If, for any reason, the Chair of the Transportation Policy Board is unable or unavailable to 
perform those duties for which he/she has been given authorization, the Vice-Chair of the 
Transportation Policy Board is hereby authorized to act in his/her behalf to perform those 
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duties. In the absence of both the Chair and Vice-Chair, the Transportation Policy Board will 
appoint a member to conduct the business meeting. 

 
 
E. Quorum       
   

A quorum for meetings will consist of fifty (50) percent or greater of the voting members of 
the Transportation Policy Board.  Vacancies are defined as positions on the Transportation 
Policy Board that are not filled.  Vacancies on the Transportation Policy Board will not count 
against the quorum.  Neither proxies nor alternates will be allowed or recognized for voting 
members of the committee.  State elected officials’ staff may participate in discussions but will 
not be allowed to vote and attendance will not count towards the quorum. 

 
 
F.  Transportation Policy Board Meeting Agenda 
 

The Chair of the Board, with the advice of MPO Staff, shall establish the agenda of business to 
be transacted or considered at all Transportation Policy Board meetings.   
 
Any Transportation Policy Board member may submit an agenda item.  If for any reason that 
item is not agendized the member may request consideration by the Transportation Policy 
Board and the Transportation Policy Board may take action to place the item on a future 
agenda through the following process:   

 
 A recurring item will be added to all agendas to allow the inclusion of 
special or non-routine items on the next Transportation Policy Board 
meeting agenda.  In order to be placed on the next agenda, each 
proposed item will require a motion for approval, second, and “yes” 
majority vote of the quorum present.  

 
 
G.  Policy Amendment 
 

When considered for amendment, this policy shall be subject to the MPO’s two-step approval 
process which allows for a public comment period of approximately 30 days prior to adoption 
by the Metropolitan Planning Organization Transportation Policy Board.  
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Policy 3:  
San Antonio- Bexar County 

Metropolitan Planning Organization Operations 
 
A. MPO Director 
 

A Director acceptable to the Policy Board will be appointed by the Board to work in close 
cooperation with representatives of various governments and agencies within the Study area.  
The Director’s principal duties will be as follows: 

 
1. Arrange for meetings of the Policy Board and any other subcommittee or task force 

created by the Board. 
 
2. Maintain the records, meeting minutes, library, and other documents or 

correspondence associated with the functions of the Policy Board. 
 
3.   Maintain liaison and act in an advisory capacity to the Policy Board. 
 
4. Coordinate and maintain liaison between the City, the County, the State, the MTA, and 

other governmental agencies in the continuing transportation planning process. 
 
5. Coordinate and development of the Unified Planning Work Program, the Metropolitan 

Transportation Plan, and the Transportation Improvement Program in cooperation with 
participating agencies. 

 
6. Report to the Policy Board on the status of the transportation planning process and 

recommend special studies, revisions to the Metropolitan Transportation Plan, the 
Transportation Improvement Program, or the Unified Planning Work Program. 

 
7. Assemble and maintain an adequate, competent staff to perform all appropriate MPO 

activities as required by law. 
 
B. Authorizations 
 
 Based on action taken by the Transportation Policy Board on consultant contract issues, the MPO 

Director is authorized to execute, sign, and enter into any and all agreements on behalf of the 
Metropolitan Planning Organization which are necessary to carry out the transportation 
planning process as delineated in the latest approved Unified Planning Work Program. 

 
C.  Committees           
 

1.  Finance Committee 
  

  The Finance Committee reports and makes recommendations to the Transportation 
Policy Board on the annual MPO staff budget, the annual MPO audit, and other 
important financial issues assigned by the Chair of the Transportation Policy Board.  
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The Chair of the Transportation Policy Board will appoint a Finance Committee 
composed of four (4) members of the Transportation Policy Board as follows: City of 
San Antonio (1), Bexar County (1), Texas Department of Transportation (1), and VIA 
Metropolitan Transit (1). 
 

 
1.  Executive Committee 
 

The Executive Committee reports and makes recommendations to the Transportation 
Policy Board on the annual MPO staff budget, the annual MPO audit, and other 
important policy and financial issues assigned to the Committee by the Chair of the 
Transportation Policy Board. 
 
The Chair and Vice-Chair of the Transportation Policy Board will also serve as the Chair 
and Vice-Chair of the Executive Committee.  Four (4) Five (5) other members will be 
recommended by the Chair and appointed by the Transportation Policy Board as 
follows: City of San Antonio (1), Bexar County (1), Texas Department of 
Transportation (1), Elected suburban city representative (1) and VIA Metropolitan 
Transit (1).   
 
The Executive Committee will convene at least one meeting annually to discuss the 
MPO staff budget and any other pertinent financial issues.   

 
2. Other Committees 
 

Other committees such as a Nominating Committee will be appointed on an as needed 
basis. 

 
 

D. Capitalization, Depreciation, and Disposal of Fixed Assets 
 
 Purpose 
 

This policy defines capital assets of the San Antonio-Bexar County Metropolitan Planning 
Organization (MPO) and establishes depreciation and disposal procedures to be applied to all 
MPO capital assets. 

 
 Definitions 
 

Capital Asset  an MPO capital asset is defined as tangible, nonexpendable personal 
property purchased with Federal transportation planning funds allocated 
through the MPO having a useful life of more than one (1) year and 
acquisition cost of $1,000 or more per unit. 

 
Depreciation  depreciation of an MPO capital asset shall be computed using the straight 

line method over the useful life of the asset. 
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Acquisition 
  

The acquisition of any and all capital assets with Federal transportation planning funds 
allocated through the MPO is subject to the following: 

 
1) The acquisition of the capital asset must be included in the latest approved Unified 

Planning Work Program as approved by the Transportation Policy Board, the Texas 
Department of Transportation, and the Federal Highway Administration; 

 
2) The estimated cost of the capital asset must be included in an approved annual line item 

budget; 
 

3) A written request to acquire the capital asset must be forwarded to the MPO Director for 
approval. The written request will include a description of the asset, an estimated cost, 
and the useful life of the asset.  Written authorization by the MPO Director is required prior 
to the expenditure of Federal transportation planning funds for capital assets; 

 
4) Upon receipt of a capital asset, the item will be tagged and cataloged in the MPO's Capital 

Assets Inventory.  If a capital asset is procured by an outside agency, that agency shall 
notify the MPO in writing within 30 days of delivery of the item.  The MPO will then 
arrange to tag and catalog the item.  Failure to timely notify the MPO of receipt of a 
capital asset will jeopardize reimbursement for the item. 

 
Inventory of Capital Assets 

 
Any capital asset purchased with Federal transportation planning funds allocated through the 
MPO that has a positive residual value shall be carried on the MPO's Capital Assets Inventory. 
Annually, the MPO Director shall verify the location, condition, and use of all assets carried on 
the MPO's Capital Assets Inventory and prepare a report for the MPO's outside auditor.  The 
annual inventory of the MPO's Capital Assets will require the cooperation of all outside 
agencies in possession of any MPO capital asset.  Failure to cooperate with the MPO staff in 
this effort may result in the withholding of future Federal transportation planning funds.    

 
Disposal of Assets With No Residual Value 

 
Capital assets will be depreciated over their useful life until they have no residual value.  At 
that time, the capital asset will be removed from the MPO's inventory with written approval of 
the MPO Director.  Each year the MPO Director shall report to the outside auditor all capital 
assets removed from the inventory through the depreciation process.  Once a capital asset has 
been removed from the MPO's Capital Assets Inventory, the asset becomes the property of 
the agency that has physical possession.  The MPO will not dispose of capital assets that have 
not fully depreciated unless it becomes cost prohibitive to repair.  The MPO shall dispose of 
capital assets that have fully depreciated either by offering the equipment to qualified 
agencies or users, re-use or recycling of parts, donation of functional but obsolete equipment, 
or as a last resort send to a landfill. 
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Disposal of Capital Assets with Positive Residual Value 
 

The disposal of any and all capital assets purchased with Federal transportation planning 
funds allocated through the MPO that have positive residual value is subject to the following: 

  
1) A written request to dispose of a capital asset shall be forwarded to the MPO Administrator 

for approval.  The written request will include a description of how the asset will be 
disposed.   Written authorization by the MPO Administrator is required prior to the 
disposal. 

 
2) Any gain on the sale of the capital asset shall be reported and remitted to the MPO within 

30 days of the sale of the property. 
 
 

E. Policy Amendment 
 

When considered for amendment, this policy shall be subject to the MPO’s two-step approval 
process which allows for a public comment period of approximately 30 days prior to adoption 
by the Metropolitan Planning Organization Transportation Policy Board.  
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Policy 4: 
Procedures for Unified Planning Work Program Studies 

Funding Procedures for Planning Studies 
 
 

A. Unified Planning Work Program Development of the Budget Document (Unified 
Planning Work Program) 
  

   As required by federal and state regulations, the San Antonio-Bexar County Metropolitan Planning 
Organization (MPO) adopts a document Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP) detailing the 
transportation planning tasks and their budgets for the study area for a given time period.  This 
document is referred to as the Unified Planning Work Program or UPWP.    

 
  The MPO issues a call for projects to local agencies requesting planning studies to be funded and, 

thereby programmed in the upcoming budget document (UPWP).  Additionally, the MPO develops 
a list of planning needs that must be accomplished during the time frame covered by the UPWP.  

 
Each agency submits a Project Proposal Form for each of the planning issues that their agency 
wishes to address through the UPWP.  This Project Proposal Form requires a project name, 
project description, preliminary budget, and an analysis of the project’s need, benefits, and 
contribution to transportation planning.  These project proposals are required to be 
approved by the submitting agency's Policy Board prior to transmittal to the MPO. 

 
After preliminary approval of the Project Proposal Form by the MPO Director, each agency 
prepares detailed study designs based on priorities, policy direction, and available funding.  Study 
designs must include more detail concerning the type of work to be performed under each task 
and how it will be performed. Each detailed study design will outline the following: 

 
♦  Objective 
♦  Previous Work 
♦ Scope of Work (specifically noting data requirements, including data that already exists 

and data that will need to be collected) 
♦ Work Product(s) 
♦ Status 
♦ Agency Involvement 
♦ Budget and Percentage of Effort by Work Element/Deliverable 
♦ Time Line by Work Element/Deliverable 

 
In consultation with the Agencies as necessary, a draft UPWP is prepared by the MPO staff and 
presented to the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) for review.  This draft is also submitted to 
TxDOT (Austin) by the required deadline. 

 
The TAC makes a recommendation concerning the UPWP and submits it to the Transportation 
Policy Board for final approval. 

 
The Transportation Policy Board gives final approval of studies and budgets for inclusion in the 
Unified Planning Work Program. 
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B. Reporting Requirements 
   

Monthly Progress Report 
 

For each Subtask approved in the UPWP, a written monthly progress report (Form "C") will be 
prepared and submitted to the MPO Director  by the appropriate Agency or consultant. This 
monthly progress report will outline specifically the work accomplished under each work 
element/deliverable and compare that work, specifically with the objectives and tasks outlined 
to be accomplished.  The progress report will specify and delineate any problems that have 
occurred as well as indicate whether the study will be completed on time and within the 
budget as approved. This report will be submitted along with monthly billings and signed in 
accordance with the agency or consultant’s internal procedures. 

 
Annual Performance and Expenditure Report 
 
The annual performance and expenditure report will be prepared by the MPO staff and 
forwarded to the Texas Department of Transportation and the Federal Funding agencies by 
the required deadline.  The annual report work documents work completed for each Subtask, 
and provides a year-to-date funding summary. 

 
Technical Memorandum 

 
A Technical Memorandum is a status report of work completed for one or more work 
elements/deliverable as  outlined in the agency or consultant contract,  with a timeframe of 
less than a complete fiscal year. The effort required for each technical memorandum is 
dependent on the amount of work performed in the timeframe specified in the contract.  The 
technical memorandum format of those products being reviewed by the Technical Advisory 
Committee will be in report document form.  Agencies and consultants will be responsible for 
providing an electronic version to post on the MPO’s website and from which to make 
hardcopies as necessary.  

  Technical Report 
 

A Technical Report is the documentation of work accomplished within an entire fiscal year for 
a Subtask that extends beyond one fiscal year.  This document will fully describe the work 
performed without a requirement for final recommendations or conclusions.  Agencies and 
consultants will be responsible for providing an electronic version to post on the MPO’s 
website and from which to make hardcopies as necessary.    

 
Final Report    

 
A Final Report is a stand alone document that states the objective of the study, describes the 
planning work accomplished, and provides recommendations or conclusions (this report may 
consist of work accomplishments in more than a single fiscal year).  Agencies and consultants 
will be responsible for providing an electronic version to post on the MPO’s website and from 
which to make hardcopies as necessary.  
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C. Study Carry-over Procedures 
 

Each agency who is not going to complete a specified study within the fiscal year it is 
programmed will be required to submit to the MPO Director in writing, a request to carry the 
project funding and/or scope of work over to the following fiscal year.  The written request 
must include how and when the study will be completed, as well as an estimated carry-over 
budget.   The written request to carry-over a study needs to be made prior to July 1st. 

 
 

D. Sanctions 
  

If an agency or consultant fails to submit reports, deliverables, billings, executed contracts, 
technical memoranda, and/or technical reports in a timely fashion, or have not executed a 
contract with the MPO after 90 days of original receipt, the agency or consultant will be 
requested to present to the Transportation Policy Board reasons for not submitting the 
required documents.  The Transportation Policy Board will make a decision concerning future 
actions. 

 
 
E. Budget Amendment Approval                      

 
The MPO Director is authorized to approve/disapprove agency and consultant line-item budget 
amendments that stay within the total contract amount.  

 
  The following amendments shall be presented to the Technical Advisory Committee and 

Transportation Policy Board for review and subsequent approval: 
 
a. Any proposed change in scope of work for any study (Agency or consultant) 

regardless of dollar amount. 
 

b. Any request for additional funding. 
 
 

F. Participation in Planning Studies 
  

Transportation Policy Board members, Technical Advisory Committee members and MPO staff 
shall not be eligible to participate in contracted work for a period of one year following their 
departure from one of the aforementioned entities.  Any violations of this policy will result in 
the disqualification of the consulting team from the procurement process for that project. 

 
Member agencies of the MPO are ineligible to compete for studies identified in the UPWP as 
consultant studies.

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Policy 7: 
ETHICS POLICY 

 
A.  Purpose 
 
The San Antonio – Bexar County Metropolitan Planning Organization is committed to 
conducting its business in an ethical and open manner.  To ensure ethical conduct by 
members of the Transportation Policy Board and its employees, and to ensure 
compliance with the Transportation Code and other provisions under state law.  
 
B.   Rules 
 
The following rules have been adopted: 
 

I. Chapter 472.  Transportation Code Requirements: 
 

a) No policy board member or employee of the MPO may accept or solicit 
any gift, favor or service that might reasonably tend to influence the 
member or employee in the discharge of official duties or that the 
member or employee knows or should know is being offered with the 
intent to influence the member’s or employee’s official conduct. 
 

b) No policy board member or employee of the MPO may accept other 
employment or engage in a business or professional activity that the 
member or employee might reasonably expect would require or induce 
the member or employee to disclose confidential information acquired by 
reason of the official position. 
 

c) No policy board member or employee of the MPO may accept other 
employment or compensation that could reasonably be expected to impair 
the member’s or employee’s independence of judgment in the 
performance of official duties. 
 

d) No policy board member or employee of the MPO may make personal 
investments that could reasonably be expected to create a conflict 
between the member’s or employee’s private interest and the public 
interest. 
 

e) No policy board member or employee of the MPO may intentionally or 
knowingly solicit, accept, or agree to accept any benefit for having 
exercised official powers or performed the official duties in favor of 
another. 
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 II.  Chapter 171.  Local Government Code Requirements:  
 

a) If a policy board member has a substantial interest in a business entity or 
in real property, the policy board member shall file, before a vote or 
decision on any matter involving the business entity or the real property, 
an affidavit stating the nature and extent of the interest and shall abstain 
from further participation in the matter if: 

 
(1) in the case of a substantial interest in a business entity, the action 
on the matter will have a special economic effect on the business 
entity that is distinguishable from the effect on the public; or 
 
(2) in the case of a substantial interest in real property, it is reasonably 
foreseeable that an action on the matter will have a special economic 
effect on the value of the property, distinguishable from its effect on 
the public. 

 
b) If a policy board member is required to file and does file an affidavit, the 

policy board member is not required to abstain from further participation 
in the matter requiring the affidavit if a majority of the policy board 
members are likewise required to file and do file affidavits of similar 
interests on the same official action. 

 
  c) A person has a substantial interest in a business entity if: 
 

(1) the person owns 10 percent or more of the voting stock or shares 
of the business entity or owns 10 percent or more or $15,000 or more 
of the fair market value of the business entity; or 
 
(2) funds received by the person from the business entity exceed 10 
percent of the person’s gross income for the previous year. 

 
d) A person has a substantial interest in real property if the interest is an 

equitable or legal ownership with a fair market value of $2,500 or more. 
 
e) A policy board member is considered to have a substantial interest in a 

person related to the policy board member in the first degree by 
consanguinity or affinity, as determined under Chapter 573, Government 
ode, has a substantial interest. 

 
C.  Incorporation of Statutes 
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All provisions of Section 472.034 of the Transportation Code and Chapter 171, Local 
Government Code, are intended to be incorporated into this ethics policy.  In the case 
of any uncertainty as to the applicability of any of these statutes, the policy board 
member or employee should refer to the actual statutes. 
 
D. Penalties 
 
Any employee who violates the Ethics Policy is subject to termination or other 
employment related sanctions per personnel policy.  Any board member or employee of 
the MPO who violates the Ethics Policy is subject to applicable civil or criminal penalty if 
the violation also constitutes a violation of a state statute. 
 
E. Distribution 
 
Upon adoption of the Ethics Policy by the Transportation Policy Board, a copy shall be 
distributed to each policy board member and MPO employee.  Each policy board 
member and employee will acknowledge receipt of the Ethics Policy.  The Ethics Policy 
adopted by the Transportation Policy Board shall be provided to each new employee no 
later than three (3) business days after the date on which the person begins 
employment. The Ethics Policy adopted by the Transportation Policy Board shall be 
provided to each new board member no later than three (3) business days after the 
person qualifies for office. 
 
F. Policy Amendment 
 
When considered for amendment, this policy shall be subject to the MPO’s two-step 
approval process which allows for a public comment period of approximately 30 days 
prior to adoption by the Metropolitan Planning Organization Transportation Policy

by and between the State of Texas, acting by and through its Executive Director of the 
Texas Department of Transportation, Party of the First Part, hereinafter referred to as 
the State and the City of San Antonio, a municipal corporation, hereinafter referred to as 
the City, and the County of Bexar, hereinafter referred to as the County, and the 
Metropolitan Transit Authority, herein after referred to as the MTA, Parties of the 
Second Part: 
 

WITNESSETH 
 

 WHEREAS, the City, the County, and the State on November 8, 1974, did agree 
to participate in a continuing, comprehensive, cooperative transportation planning 
process for the San Antonio-Bexar County Urban Transportation Study area as 
provided in the Federal-Aid Highway Act of 1962; and, 
 
 WHEREAS, the City, the County, the MTA, and the State on January 12, 1978 
and January 15, 1992 and June 18, 1996, did agree to revise the Study organization; 
and, 
 
 WHEREAS, the San Antonio-Bexar County Urban Transportation Study area is 
defined as encompassing all of Bexar County and small geographic areas of Comal and 
Guadalupe Counties; and, 
 
 WHEREAS, the City, the County, and the MTA have expressed a desire to 
provide an opportunity for the surrounding counties to participate if they desire; and, 
 
 WHEREAS, the San Antonio-Bexar County Urban Transportation Study Steering 
Committee, hereinafter referred to as the Steering Committee Transportation Policy 
Board, has been designated by the Governor as the Metropolitan Planning Organization 
(MPO) for the San Antonio- Bexar County Study area; and, 
 
 WHEREAS, it is the desire of the parties hereto that the Study organization be a 
one-committee structure composed principally of elected officials of general purpose 
local government which have responsibility for project implementation within the Study 
area;  
 
 NOW THEREFORE, it is hereby agreed that the aforementioned agreements of 
November 8, 1974, January 12, 1978, and January 15, 1992, and June 18, 1996 shall 
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be considered null and void and said documents shall be replaced in their entirety by 
this agreement with the organization and responsibilities as set out in the following 
paragraphs: 
 
 
 I. ORGANIZATION 
  

A Transportation Steering Committee Policy Board will furnish policy guidance 
and direction for the continuing transportation study.  This committee will consist 
of six (6) representatives from the City of San Antonio, four (4) of which shall be 
members of the San Antonio City Council and two (2) shall be City Staff; four 
representatives from Bexar County, three (3) of which shall be members of Bexar 
County Commissioners Court and one (1) shall be Bexar County staff; two (2) 
members of the Board of Trustees for the Metropolitan Transit Authority; two (2) 
appointed officials from the Texas Department of Transportation; two (2) 
members of the Texas Legislature who represent constituency residing within the 
San Antonio-Bexar County Metropolitan Area Boundary, one (1) mayor from a 
suburban city representing the Greater Bexar County Council of Cities (GBCCC), 
one (1) appointed official from the Randolph Region Northeast Partnership, and 
one (1) representative of the Alamo Area Council of Governments.  The voting 
membership shall be as follows:

The Federal Highway Administration and the Austin office of the Texas Department of 
Transportation shall be represented by a non-voting member.  In addition, the General 
Manager President/CEO of the Metropolitan Transit Authority and a non-governmental 
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member, as determined by the Steering Committee Transportation Policy Board, shall 
be non-voting members.  Other governmental agencies and entities, as determined by 
the Steering Committee Transportation Policy Board, may also be represented by a non 
voting member. 
 
Each agency shall designate its representative to the Steering Committee 
Transportation Policy Board and when necessary fill vacancies among its members on 
the Committee Board with the exception of the members of the Texas Legislature and 
the representatives of the Alamo Area Council of Governments.  Representatives of the 
Texas Legislature and the representatives of the Alamo Area Council of Governments 
shall be selected by the Steering Committee Transportation Policy Board. 
 
Terms for the representatives of the Texas Legislature, the representative of the Alamo 
Area Council of Governments and the non-governmental member shall commence 
January 1 and run for one (1) year through December 31.  Members of the Texas 
Legislature shall be limited to two (2) four (4) one-year terms. 
 
The functions of the Steering Committee Transportation Policy Board shall be as 
follows: 
 

1.  Provide policy guidance for the transportation planning process. 
 
2. Carry out in cooperation with the State and local governments and 

annually certify a transportation planning process that is in full compliance 
with Federal requirements outlined in 23 USC 134, 49 USC 1607, 42 USC 
7504, 7506, (c) and (d), The Clean Air Act, as amended, Section 174 and 
176 (c), as well as other applicable requirements as specified in 23 CFR 
Part 450.114. 

 
3. Set goals and cooperatively determine the responsibilities of the 

participating agencies for planning tasks and an annual budget in the 
annual Unified Planning Work Program. 

 
4. Adopt and review annually the Metropolitan Transportation Plan (revised 

as necessary) which provides for both the near-term and long-term needs 
of the Study area. 

 
5. Develop in cooperation with the State and local governments and annually 

endorse a staged multi-year Transportation Improvement Program 
(revised as necessary) which includes projects in or serving the 
metropolitan area, initiated by the implementing agencies, and consistent 
with the Metropolitan Transportation Plan. 

 
6. Review and revise the limits of the Study area as necessary. 
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7. Designate a Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) and any other such 
offices, technical committees, or task forces as found necessary to carry 
out the transportation planning process. 

 
8. Meet at intervals as necessary to perform its function. 
 
9. Hold a public meeting to discuss the status of the transportation planning 

process at least once a year. 
 
10. Appoint an Administrator Director. 
 

II.  ADMINISTRATOR DIRECTOR 
 

An Administrator Director acceptable to the Steering Committee Transportation 
Policy Board will be appointed by the Committee Board to work in close 
cooperation with representatives of various governments and agencies within the 
Study area. The Administrator’s Director’s principal duties will be as follows: 

 
1. Arrange for meetings of the Steering Committee Transportation Policy 

Board and other subcommittee or task force created by the Committee 
Board. 

 
2. Maintain the records, meeting minutes, library, and other documents or 

correspondence associated with the functions of the Steering 
Committee Transportation Policy Board. 

 
3. Maintain liaison and act in an advisory capacity to the Steering 

Committee Transportation Policy Board. 
 
4. Coordinate and maintain liaison between the City, the County, the 

State, the MTA, and other governmental agencies in the continuing 
transportation planning process. 

 
5. Coordinate the development of the Unified Planning Work Program, 

the Metropolitan Transportation Plan, and the Transportation 
Improvement Program in cooperation with participating agencies. 

 
6. Report to the Steering Committee Transportation Policy Board on the 

status of the transportation planning process and recommend special 
studies, revisions to the Metropolitan Transportation Plan, the 
Transportation Improvement Program, or the Unified Planning Work 
Program. 

 
7. Prepare quarterly progress reports to reflect general development and 

plan implementation within the Study area. 
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8. Assemble and maintain an adequate, competent staff to perform all 
appropriate MPO activities as required by law. 

 
 

III. STUDY DIRECTORS 
 

Study Directors for individual modal studies may be appointed by the agency that 
is principally responsible for the funds to be expended on the study, subject to the 
approval of the Steering Committee Transportation Policy Board. The Study 
Director shall be responsible for the conduct of the specific study, for the carrying 
out of the study design, and for the accounting of all funds spend on the study. 

 
IV. STUDY FINANCING 

 
The expense involved in the continuing transportation planning process, data 
gathering, reviewing and updating the various study elements will be included in an 
approved annual Unified Planning Work Program. 

 
V. AGREEMENT MODIFICATION OR TERMINATION 

 
This agreement may be supplemented or renegotiated as necessary to meet 
changing conditions at the request of one or more of the signatory parties and as 
recommended by the Steering Committee Transportation Policy Board. In any 
event, this agreement shall be reviewed at least every five (5) years and 
supplemented or renegotiated as deemed necessary. By mutual agreement, the 
parties hereto may terminate this agreement.

12. Discussion and Appropriate Action on a Resolution Supporting the 

Implementation of Bicycle Facilities  
 
 
Purpose 

 
To take action on a resolution supporting the implementation of bicycle facilities. 

 
 
Issue 
 

At the March 29, 2010 Transportation Policy Board meeting, the consultant under 
contract, Sprinkle Consulting, Inc. presented the results of the MPO’s Bicycle and 
Pedestrian Data Collection Project. The scope of work included analysis of 
geometrics and current and future traffic volumes on over 1,600 center lines 
miles of roadways. The objective was to identify and analyze roadways that could 
benefit from a roadway restriping program or the “road diet” technique.  A road 
diet is a technique of transportation planning in which some travel lane(s) are 
eliminated, in order to achieve improvements to the transportation system.  The 
study focused on identifying roadway segments on which on-road bicycle 
facilities could be implemented at low cost.  It is important to note that this was a 
planning level analysis.  Additional engineering studies will likely need to be done 
prior to implementation. 
 
The study was overseen by the bicycle coordinators for Bexar County, the City of 
San Antonio, MPO, Texas Department of Transportation and VIA Metropolitan 
Transit. 

 
Attached is a draft resolution with a map and listing of potential restriping and 
road diet projects which was a product of this study.  The MPO’s Bicycle Mobility 
Advisory Committee took action on this resolution at their April 14th Bike Night 
meeting to forward it to the Transportation Policy Board for consideration at the 
April meeting. 
 
Adoption of this resolution is not intended to be a binding commitment to 
implement bicycle facilities but it does provide a starting point for entities that 
may wish to provide on-road cycling facilities.

WHEREAS, the San Antonio-Bexar County Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) is 
responsible for a multi-modal transportation planning process; and  
 
WHEREAS, the MPO has recently completed its Bicycle and Pedestrian Data Collection 
project; and 
 
WHEREAS, this project identified two low cost methods of adding bicycle lanes to existing 
roadways: 1) through “restriping” roadways and, 2) using the “road diet” technique; and  
 
WHEREAS, “restriping” is a technique in which the width of a lane is narrowed, and the “road 
diet” is a technique in which some vehicle travel lane(s) are eliminated, in order to achieve 
improvements to the transportation system; and 
 
WHEREAS, as shown in the attached map and table, the Bicycle and Pedestrian Data 
Collection project identified up to 258 miles of bicycle lanes that could be implemented 
through restriping roadways and 90 miles of bicycle lanes that could be implemented through 
the road diet technique; and 
 
WHEREAS, these bicycle lane could be implemented through agencies’ routine maintenance 
programs; and   
 
WHEREAS, implementation of these bicycle facilities supports the: 
 

• Overall mission statement of the MPO’s Long Range Transportation Plan, “Mobility 
2035” adopted by the Transportation Policy Board on December 7, 2009; 

• Vision statement, goals and objectives of the “Bicycle System” Chapter as adopted as 
part of the “Mobility 2035” on December 7, 2009 

• Future population and employment growth scenario adopted by the Transportation 
Policy Board on March 23, 2009; 

• “Complete Streets” resolution adopted by the MPO Transportation Policy Board on 
March 23, 2009; 

• “Regional Bicycle Master Plan” adopted by the MPO Transportation Policy Board on 
August 31, 2004 

• MPO’s Safe Routes to School Program; and 
• MPO’s Walk & Roll Program 

 
 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the San Antonio-Bexar County Metropolitan 
Planning Organization’s Transportation Policy Board, in order to provide safer transportation 
facilities for bicyclists, ensure all transportation options are available, to improve air quality, 
the quality of life, and health of residents in our communities, strongly encourages decision 
makers to consider the implementation of bicycle lanes within their respective jurisdictions.

EPA’s Reconsideration of the National Standards for Ground-Level Ozone 
 
The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency intends to announce a revised ground-level ozone standard 
this summer that affords greater protection of human health and the environment.   It is anticipated the 
San Antonio region will have great difficulty meeting the revised, stricter ozone standard.  AACOG air 
quality technical staff is advising the public to anticipate a designation of non-attainment for our region 
when EPA finalizes their decisions in 2011. Many details of local requirements and timelines will not be 
known until the designations are finalized in July 2011. 
 
The EPA will follow a series of steps as shown in the table below. 

Action Target Date 
Final Standards Issued August 31, 2010 
State Recommendations Due from Governor to EPA January 7, 2011 
EPA Response to States in draft form March 11, 2011 
Designations/Classifications are finalized by EPA July 11, 2011 
State Implementation Plans Due December 2013 

 
The Current 2010 Ozone Season 
 
At this time, the federal ozone standard requires that the 3-year average of the fourth-highest daily 
maximum 8-hour average ozone concentrations measured at each monitor within an area over each year 
must not exceed 75 parts per billion. The ozone season, the period during which higher ozone values can 
be anticipated in San Antonio, lasts from April 1 to October 31 each year. So each summer, AACOG staff 
watches the ozone values recorded at each area ozone monitor. The table below reflects that we are in 
attainment of the current ozone standard at this early point in the 2010 ozone season.
